Subject: Competition for attaining the academic position of Associate 

Professor in the scientific specialty of General Surgery for the needs of the 

Scientific Research Institute at MU – Pleven. The competition was 

promulgated in State Gazette, issue 66 of 24/07/2020. 

 

I have been appointed a member of the Scientific Jury by decision No. 29 / 

28/09/2020 of the Academic Council and Order No. 2354 / 29/09/2020 of the 

Rector of MU – Pleven. 

The only candidate is Dr. Iliya Ilkov Karagyozov, PhD. 

 

 Dr. Iliya Ilkov Karagyozov graduated in Medicine at Medical University - 

Sofia in 1994. In the period 1995-2006, he worked consecutively as a clinical 

resident, Assistant and Senior Assistant at the Department of Obstetrics and 

Gynecology - SHATOG "Maichin dom" - Sofia, Medical University - Sofia. 

From 2006 until 2018, he was the Head of the Department of General and 

Oncological Gynecology, Pelvic Surgery and Obstetrics at Tokuda Hospital 

Sofia AD. From 2011 until 2018, he was Chief Assistant at Acibadem City 

Clinic, Tokuda Multidisciplinary Hospital for Active Treatment, Sofia. After 

2018 and until now, he heads the Department of Operative Gynecology and 

Pelvic Surgery at VITA Hospital EOOD. He acquired a specialty in Obstetrics 

and Gynecology in 1999 and in General Surgery – in 2009. He is Master of 
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Health Management (2010). 

 In 2016 he defended his dissertation on "Diagnostic and therapeutic 

capabilities of colposcopically assisted laser conization in cervical precancer" 

and attained the educational and scientific degree of Doctor in General Surgery. 

 His postgraduate qualification includes a number of courses in Bulgaria 

and abroad. He is a member of the Bulgarian Medical Union, the Board of the 

Bulgarian Association of Oncological Gynaecology, the Bulgarian Society of 

Obstetrics and Gynecology, the Bulgarian Surgical Society, the Bulgarian 

Association of Minimally Invasive Gynecological Surgery. 

He is a member of the Editorial Board of the journal of Obstetrics and 

Gynecology, ISSN: 0324-0959. 

 He speaks English and German. 

 

 Dr. Karagyozov has presented the relevant reports for teaching activities 

in the period 1998-2020, which shows his many years of experience as a teacher 

of Obstetrics and Gynecology at MU - Sofia. In 2020, Dr. Karagyozov has a 

teaching activity at Medical University - Pleven, for which an official note for 

12 equivalent hours of study workload in OG was presented. The teaching 

activity included: exercises and seminars with 4th and 6th year medical students 

and participation in examination commissions at the Department of Obstetrics 

and Gynecology, MU - Sofia, management of physicians specializing in 

Obstetrics and Gynecology, training courses in Colposcopy and destructive 

treatment of genital precancers in women for obstetrician-gynecologists in Sofia 

and others. 

 In the current competition, Dr. Iliya Karagyozov, PhD, presents a total of 

19 articles, 1 monograph and 1 textbook, published after the doctorate. The 

general list includes 12 articles in referenced, peer-reviewed journals, 15 in 

unreferenced, peer-reviewed journals and edited collections, as well as 5 

participations in international congresses and 37 participations in national 

scientific forums and congresses. Seventeen articles have been published in 

journals referenced in international databases. Twenty-two articles have been 

published in unreferenced journals. 

 The scientific papers are cited 7 times in the international databases and 3 

times in Bulgaria. The total impact factor of the full text publications is 3.8, of 

international forums 5.3, and the overall SJR is 1.9, for which the relevant 

official documents are attached. 
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 Dr. Karagyozov's scientific works include three main areas. 

 The first area covers the early diagnosis and timely treatment of genital 

precancerous changes. The CO2 laser conization of the cervix under 

colposcopic control, introduced by Dr. Karagyozov for the first time in the 

country, and the diagnostic and therapeutic safety of the method proven in the 

main study (Dissertation, 2016), is an innovation and contribution to the 

Bulgarian oncogynecological practice. The publications on the topic 

standardize the diagnosis, the choice of type of destruction (ablative/resective) 

and the technical parameters of the applied energy, and contribute significantly 

to the achievement of optimal immediate and long-term therapeutic results. 

 The manual on laser outpatient gynecological surgery, published by Dr. 

Karagyozov in 2017, entitled: "CO2-laser colposcopic gynecological surgery in 

an outpatient setting. A practical guide for obstetrician-gynecologists and 

oncogynecologists" (ISBN 978-954- 91648-7- 9), is practically the first and so 

far the only Bulgarian textbook for gynecologists studying and applying the 

method. 

 The second area deals with the surgical treatment of advanced genital 

tumors and the common-in-practice multivisceral involvement in ovarian and 

cervical cancer (articles 5, 19), requiring block resections involving elements of 

the urinary and gastrointestinal tract, the author's contribution concerning the 

operative techniques necessary to achieve R-0 resection. 

 In oligosymptomatic and clinically significant postoperative lymphoceles, 

Dr. Karagyozov routinely performs an ultrasound-controlled trocar puncture 

and long-term drainage with stepwise drain extraction without the use of a 

sclerosing agent, which contributes to the avoidance of more invasive surgical 

treatment. The established therapeutic safety of the method and its routine 

application in practice can be mentioned as a contribution. 

 Dr. Karagyozov participates in the working group, which developed the 

recommendations for the treatment of cancer of the cervix, vagina, 

endometrium and ovary. 

 The third area covers research related to the importance and biological 

behavior of human stromal decidual cells and certain biomarkers in malignant 

tumors, the contribution of which is the correlation found, allowing a specific 

clinical interpretation of the values. 

 

 Dr. Karagyozov participates in a research project funded by a national 

program.
