Parasitic diseases are studied in the following order: etiological causative agent, its morphological forms and biology, pathogenesis, pathology, clinical presentation and possible complications, diagnostic methods, therapeutic action and choice of etiological drug, prophylaxis, control of the specific parasitosis. 	Lecture № 3: Lymphatic filariasis. Ancylostomiasis.

	In lecture № 3 medical students will gain specialized information on the diseases – Lymphatic filiriasis and Ancylostomiasis. Each nosological unit is discussed in the following order: etiology, distribution, pathogenesis, clinical presentation, diagnosis, treatment, prophylaxis and control. The lecture is in the form of a presentation. It contains photographic media, distribution diagrams and plans for a treatment course for each parasitosis. During the lecture examples from clinical practice are given, photographic media is shown and possible differential diagnosis is discussed.

The main goal of the exercise is a short theoretical review of the diseases lymphatic filiariasis and onchocerciasis in the order – etiology, biological cycle, pathogenesis, clinical presentation, diagnosis, treatment and epidemiology.  When discussing diagnosis, special attention is payed to microscopy of slides containing the main morphological forms of the studied parasites. In addition, the types of drugs for etiological treatment, their doses and courses are also discussed.
