Reason for presenting the review:

By Order No. 1428 of 28/05/2024 of the Rector of Medical University — Pleven, | was
appointed a member of the Scientific Jury of the competition for attaining the academic
position of Associate Professor in professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law), with

Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov, PhD, being a participant in the competition.

1. Pursuant to Art. 27, para. 3 of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), | find that the candidate simultaneously meets all the
conditions under Art. 24, para. 1, items 1, 2, letters "a" and "b", item 3 and para. 3 of the
ADASRB for attaining the academic position of Associate Professor in professional field 3.6.
Law (Civil and Family Law). It can be seen from the documents submitted for the
competition that Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov acquired the scientific degree of Doctor of Law in
2019, on the basis of successful defense of a dissertation on the topic "Opening of

Stabilization Proceedings".



2. Biographical data for the candidate

In 1998, Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov graduated from the "Dimitar A. Tsenov"
Academy of Economics, Svishtov, with a Master's degree in economics, specialty of
Commercial Business and Mediation, specialization in Commercial Business in Companies.
In 2006, he graduated from "St. Cyril and St. Methodius” University of Veliko Tarnovo with
a Master’s degree in the specialty of Law, professional qualification "Lawyer".

In the period June - December 2007, he worked as a legal consultant at "TASI" OOD.
In 2017, he joined the Pleven Bar Association as a lawyer. In 2014 — 2019, he was an
insolvency practitioner, and in the period 2017 - June 2019, he was the Deputy Chairman of
the Management Board of the Association of Insolvency Practitioners in Bulgaria. In 2017 -
June 2019, he was an assistant to the Standing Committee on Children, Youth and Sport of
the 44th National Assembly of the Republic of Bulgaria. From 10/09/2018 to July 2019, he
was an European Environment Agency alternate member of the Menagement Board. In 2019,
he was appointed Deputy Executive Director of the Environmental Executive Agency.

They do not repeat the works presented for the acquisition of the scientific and
educational degree of Doctor (PhD). In view of this, these scientific works should be taken
into account by the scientific jury of this competition.

The monographic work, presented for the competition, "Supervisory Body in the
Recovery and Stabilization of the Debtor's Enterprise”, Sofia, Nova Zvezda Publishing
House, 2023 (monograph), in a volume of 197 printed pages, meets the requirements of Art.
24, para 1, item 3 of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of
Bulgaria.



The entire scientific output of the candidate is in the competitive specialty of Civil and
Family Law. The scientific works presented by the candidate are generally distinguished by
the following features: they refer to unexplored problems of law; cover topics of significant
theoretical-applied importance; were developed using knowledge from other legal branches.

4. Among the scientific output of the candidate, a special place is occupied by his
monographic work "Supervisory Body in the Recovery and Stabilization of the Debtor's
Enterprise”. The significance of the work is determined by its object of study. The need for
such research today is conditioned both by the lack of a comprehensive theoretical
development of the problem in our country, which the monograph undoubtedly represents,

and the need to critically analyze known doctrinal views and practice.

The scientific novelty of the work consists in the fact that, for the first time in our
country, the questions regarding the legal status of the supervisory body in relation to the
control over the implementation of the recovery plan, the factual composition of its

constitution, the scope of its powers, are thoroughly analyzed.

The relevant nature of the topic chosen by the author is indisputable. It is
presupposed by the needs of both an in-depth study of the activities of the supervisory body in
connection with the implementation of an approved recovery plan, and a summary of the

relevant judicial practice.

Research methods used

The author skillfully combined various methods of scientific research, which is
undoubtedly his merit. The general scientific methods used in the research are the analysis
and synthesis, deduction and induction, and the specific scientific methods are the
formalological, historical, normative, jurisprudential, teleological, systematic and comparative
legal methods. Thus, the chosen and applied methodology is able to answer the set goals and
tasks of the considered work.

The presented work has an interdisciplinary character. Issues from the field of
commercial law, obligation law, as well as from the field of civil procedural law are
examined. In the analysis and substantiation of the author's views, the relevant Bulgarian
literature and a large number of foreign works are correctly used.

The exposition is structured in an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. The
first chapter, "General characteristics of the recovery, recovery proceedings and the

supervisory body", is dedicated to the recovery of the debtor's enterprise, the legal



consequences of the approved recovery plan, comparison of the supervisory body with the
insolvency practitioner and the trustee in stabilization proceedings. The second chapter is
entitled "Supervisory body - election, appointment and termination”. It analyzes the elements
of the factual composition of the constitution of the supervisory body, the grounds for
terminating its powers. Chapter three, "Competence of the supervisory body" examines issues
related to the supervisory body as an authority exercising control over the debtor's activities
for the duration of the recovery plan, as well as the importance of the supervisory body in
stabilization proceedings.

The very fact that the monograph is the first work on the issue in our country
represents a contribution to legal science.

The comparative study of recovery and stabilization proceedings is of a contributing
nature, as the author assumes that both are court proceedings, but while the recovery
proceedings are a phase of the bankruptcy proceedings, the stabilization proceedings are
independent proceedings. The author's conclusion should be shared that the stabilization
proceedings enable the restructuring (stabilization) of the debtor's enterprise at an early stage,
when it has not yet become insolvent, but there is only an immediate danger of insolvency,
which creates prerequisites for successful undertaking of remedial measures. While the
purpose of these measures in the recovery proceedings is to avoid declaring the debtor’s
insolvency and liquidating his assets, the stabilization proceedings aim to prevent the opening
of insolvency proceedings altogether.

The merit of the work is the analysis of the effect of the recovery plan on the debtor's
management bodies, the imposed collateral measures, the creditors' claims. Attention is paid
to the subjective limits of the recovery plan, and the author assumes that the transforming
action of the recovery plan does not apply to guarantors and persons who have established a
pledge or mortgage to secure an obligation of the debtor or are jointly obligated with him
(without the partners with unlimited liability in the general partnership, limited partnership or
limited partnership with shares), since according to Art. 706, para. 2 of the Commerce Act,
these entities cannot benefit from the reliefs provided for in the plan.

The comparative legal study of the legal position of the body, supervising the debtor's
activities in the recovery proceedings even after their termination as part of the terminated
insolvency proceedings (when the approved plan is in effect), is of a contributing nature. The
analysis of the relationship between the concepts of "control™ and "supervision" is of interest,
and the author concludes that the supervisory activity of the supervisory body is manifested in

two aspects - direct, which is aimed at the fulfillment of the debtor's obligations under the



recovery plan, and indirect, which is exercised on the activity carried out by the debtor, but
also with a view to the implementation of this plan.

The part of the work devoted to distinguishing the legal figure of the supervisory body
from that of the insolvency practitioner of a contributing nature, and the author's conclusion
should be shared that the appointment of the insolvency practitioner as an individual
supervisory body or as a member of a collective supervisory body does not lead to the
continuation of exercising supervisory functions, the former insolvency practitioner acquires a
different quality and exercises supervision that coincides only partially with that which he
performed as an insolvency practitioner.

It should be shared that an individual supervisory authority or a member of a
collective supervisory authority can only be an individual, and the author gives additional
arguments in support of this opinion, apart from those indicated in the legal literature.

The research on the possibility of a change in the composition of the supervisory body
also reveals valuable points.

The quality of the monographic work is the comment on the grounds for terminating
the powers of the supervisory body.

Of interest is the thesis advocated by the author that the direct subject of the
supervisory activity is the implementation of the recovery plan, and indirect — the commercial
activity carried out by the debtor and the management carried out by him (his management
bodies) over this activity.

Consideration is given to the issue regarding the moment of giving consent under Art.
700a, para. 8 of the Commerce Act, and the author's conclusion should be shared that the
implementation of the supervisory body's authorization competence is conditioned by one
basic premise - the actions of the debtor under Art. 700a, para. 8, items 1-7 of the Commerce
Act to be not provided for in the recovery plan.

The thorough analysis of the cases in which the consent of the supervisory body is
necessary for the debtor's authorities to make relevant decisions regarding the debtor’s
existence (in case of restructuring), commercial enterprise, activity and assets, also reveals
significant points.

The de lege ferenda proposals are also of a contributing nature, as they deserve
support: the introduction of an express consent of the individual before the meeting of
creditors for his election as an individual supervisory body or as a member of a collective

supervisory body; failure to fulfill the obligation of the debtor to request and receive



permission for a disposition under Art. 707, para. 3, item 1 of the Commerce Act to be settled
as a basis for the resumption of insolvency proceedings at the request of the supervisory body;
summoning the supervisory body to participate in the court hearing when it has submitted the
request for resumption of the insolvency proceedings.

The theoretical analysis in all parts of the work is closely intertwined with a critical
interpretation of judicial practice. The research is written in precise legal language. The
opinions held by the author are well-grounded and reasoned. Appropriate critical remarks
were made regarding the legislation in force in our country and the practice of its
implementation. The cited literature covers 69 works, of which 63 are in Cyrillic and the rest

are in Latin.

Some critical remarks could also be made to the author.

| do not share the thesis that the supervisory body is the recovery body. According to
the author's thesis, the recovery of the debtor's enterprise has two stages (phases) - judicial,
which develops in an open (pending) insolvency proceeding, and non-judicial, which
develops after the termination of this proceeding. The judicial phase is a recovery proceeding,
and the non-judicial phase includes the action (implementation or non-implementation of the
recovery plan) and the consequences of non-implementation (the possibility of resuming the
insolvency proceeding). It is true that the constitution of the supervisory body is carried out in
the recovery proceedings, but the supervisory body exercises its powers after the termination
of the insolvency proceedings; in this regard, the supervisory body cannot be defined as an
authority in the recovery proceedings as well, perceived by the author as part of the recovery.

The author's thesis that the competence of the supervisory body is exhaustively
defined is disputed. Pursuant to Art. 700, para. 5 of the Commerce Act, the supervisory body
exercises control over the debtor's activities for the period of validity of the recovery plan or
for a shorter period, as Art. 700a, para. 8 of the Commerce Act lists the decisions of the
debtor's authorities which, in order to be effective, require the prior consent of the supervisory
body. The provision of Art. 700a, para. 8 of the Commerce Act raises the question of the
validity of the said decisions if there is no consent of the supervisory body, but does not give
grounds to assume that it contains an exhaustive enumeration of the powers of the supervisory
body.
