Honorable members of the Scientific Jury,

I have been appointed as a member of the Scientific Jury of the competition for attaining the
academic position of Associate Professor (Order No. 1428/ 28/05/2024) for the needs of the
Department of Social Medicine and Health Management at the Faculty of Public Health of Medical
University - Pleven, professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law). At its first meeting, the
Scientific Jury decided to issue a statement. Dr. Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov was admitted to the
competition. In accordance with the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the



ADASRB, and the Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff of MU — Pleven
(RDAS), the candidate has submitted all the necessary documents for participation in the
competition.

1. Biographical details of the candidate.

Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov was born on April 18, 1973 in Pleven. He acquired his Master's
degree in Law in 2006 at "St. Cyril and St. Methodius” University of Veliko Tarnovo, and in 2019,
he acquired the educational and scientific degree of Doctor (PhD) after defending his dissertation at
the Department of Private Law of the Faculty of Law, "Angel Kanchev" University of Ruse, with
the topic of the dissertation: "Opening of Stabilization Proceedings". He holds other educational
qualifications, including a Master's degree in Economics from "D.A. Tsenov" Academy of
Economics - Svishtov (1998).

In 2019, the candidate Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov won a competition and joined the
Judiciary as an investigator in the Investigation Department of the Specialized Prosecutor's Office
(2019-2022), and since July 2022, he has been working as an investigator in the Investigation
Department of the District Prosecutor's Office - Sofia. His prior legal experience includes practicing
as a freelance lawyer for more than 10 years and as an insolvency practitioner for five years. He has
also held some management positions in the public administration and private business. As a reader,
Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov conducts lectures and seminars as a visiting lecturer in the Faculty of
Law at the University of National and World Economy (UNWE), the "D.A. Tsenov" Academy of
Economics — Svishtov and the University of Insurance and Finance - Sofia.

2. Publications.

The candidate's scientific publications are in the field of commercial insolvency. He is
participating in the competition with a published monograph and scientific articles, which were
published after the defense of his dissertation for the PhD degree.

The monograph on “Supervisory Body in the Recovery and Stabilization of the Debtor's
Enterprise” meets the requirements of the law for this type of scientific work in terms of content
and scientific contributions, the candidate Tihomir Nikolov being the sole author. It was published
in 2023 in a volume of 198 pages and includes an introduction, a table of contents, a list of
abbreviations, an exposition, a conclusion, de lege ferenda suggestions and a bibliography. There
are over 200 footnotes and the bibliography contains 69 titles in Bulgarian and foreign languages, as
well as numerous references to other scientific works.

3. Evaluation of the monograph.
The monograph is developed in three chapters:

L General characteristics of the recovery, recovery proceedings and the
supervisory body;

II. Supervisory body - election, appointment, changes in the composition and
termination;



I[II.  Competence of the supervisory body. At the time of its publication, the topic
of the monograph had not been the subject of a comprehensive study in our
literature.

The monograph analyzes the status of the supervisory body in the stabilization proceedings,
and the author skillfully compares it with the insolvency practitioner and the trustee. In this way, the
legal doctrine has been supplemented, as so far there have been only partial references and
developments in this area. The efforts of the author in bringing out a number of contributions in the
conclusion of the monograph (pp. 184-189) are to be highly appreciated. For example, the collateral
measures under Art. 707 para. 3 of the Commerce Act, the powers of the supervisory body to
dispose of the debtor's assets or to represent it have been analyzed, the activities, functions,
competence and powers of the supervisory body have been distinguished, a detailed and analytical
comparison has been made between the election, appointment and termination of the supervisory
body in the case of recovery and of the supervisory body in the case of stabilization of the debtor's
enterprise, etc.

Theory and practice are enriched by the "de lege ferenda" proposals made (pp. 190-193).
The candidate proposes the supervisory body to be legally obliged to provide information to the
creditors and the court on the implementation of the recovery plan, to abolish the right of the
creditors' meeting to elect a supervisory body when such is not provided for in the debtor's proposed
stabilization plan, to introduce minimum legal requirements for the individual supervisory body and
the members of the collective supervisory body in order to create guarantees of impartiality in the
relations between this body and the creditors, and also the debtor. It is urged that provision be made
for an appeal against a court order appointing or dismissing persons as members of the supervisory
body. Overall, all the proposals are well-argued and will be useful in a subsequent amendment of
the Commerce Act in Chapter Forty-four “Recovery of the Undertaking”.

The monograph "Supervisory Body in the Recovery and Stabilization of the Debtor's
Enterprise" is a significant work for our legal doctrine. The author's reflections will be useful for all
legal practitioners - judges, lawyers, insolvency practitioners, as well as for law students in their
preparation for the semester exam on commercial insolvency.

4. Other publications.

Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov has submitted other publications for this competition, the subject
of which is also related to the commercial insolvency proceedings and the role of the supervisory
body in it. They explore in depth the currently available case law, as well as some procedural issues,
for example, the imposition of collateral measures in the event of recovery or stabilization of the
debtor's enterprise. Particular attention should be paid to the analysis of the resumption of
insolvency proceedings terminated due to a court-approved recovery plan.

5. Minimum national requirements.

A reference and additional materials to it have been submitted, from which it is evident that
the candidate Tihomir Nikolov has met the statutory requirements for the fulfillment of the
scientometric indicators. There is a published habilitation thesis — a monograph, as well as the
required number of articles, number of citations, and relevant evidence is attached.



6. Conclusion

On the basis of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the ADASRB, Art. 64 of the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff of MU — Pleven (RDAS) and the
documents submitted for the competition, I give the following evaluation for the candidate Tihomir
Nikolaev Nikolov, PhD:

1. He has acquired the educational and scientific degree of Doctor (PhD) in the same
professional field as in the announced competition - 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law);

2. He meets the requirement for teaching experience, as he has been a lecturer in other
higher education institutions, including a Faculty of Law, for more than 8 academic years;

3. He has submitted the monographic work "Supervisory Body in the Recovery and
Stabilization of the Debtor's Enterprise" and other publications in specialized scientific journals in
the field of the competition, with significant scientific contributions that are not duplicative of those
submitted for the award of the PhD;

4. He meets the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB) for scientific field 3.
Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6. Law;

5. There is no plagiarism in his scientific works proven in the statutory procedure.

In view of the above, I believe that the candidature of Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov, PhD
complies with the minimum national requirements and the requirements of MU - Pleven for
attaining the academic position of Associate Professor.
