Honorable members of the Scientific Jury,

By Order No. 1428/ 28/05/2024 of the Rector of Medical University - Pleven, |
have been appointed a member of the Scientific Jury of the competition for attaining
the academic position of Associate Professor, promulgated in State Gazette, issue
No. 27 of 29/03/2024, for the needs of the Department of Social Medicine and Health
Management at the Faculty of Public Health, Medical University - Pleven,
professional field 3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law). At the first meeting of the Scientific



Jury, | was appointed as the Chairman of the Scientific Jury and | was assigned to
prepare a statement.

The only candidate in the competition procedure is Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov,
PhD. In accordance with the requirements of Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Regulations for the
Implementation of the ADASRB, and the Regulations for the Development of the
Academic Staff of MU — Pleven (RDAS), the candidate has submitted all the
necessary documents for participation in the competition.

1. Details of the candidate.

Dr. Tihomir Nikolov was born on April 18, 1973 in Pleven. He acquired a
Master's degree in Law in 2006 at "St. Cyril and St. Methodius” University of Veliko
Tarnovo. In 2019, he defended his dissertation on "Opening of Stabilization
Proceedings" at the Department of Private Law of the Faculty of Law, “Angel
Kanchev” University of Ruse. He also holds a Master's degree in Economics,
majoring in Commercial Business and Mediation from "D.A. Tsenov" Academy of
Economics - Svishtov (1998).

The professional experience of the candidate Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov
includes a number of positions in different spheres of public life. In 2019, after a
competition, he joined the Judiciary as an investigator in the Investigation
Department of the Specialized Prosecutor's Office (2019-2022). Since July 28, 2022,
he has been working as an investigator in the Investigation Department of the District
Prosecutor's Office — Sofia (with the rank of the National Investigative Service). Prior
to that, he had legal experience as a lawyer for more than 10 years and as an
insolvency practitioner for five years.

The candidate Tihomir Nikolov has professional experience, holding some
managerial positions in the state administration: in 2019, he worked successively as
Secretary General and Deputy Executive Director of the Executive Environment
Agency. In 2017-2019, he was the Deputy Chairman of the Management Board of
the Association of Insolvency Practitioners in Bulgaria and in 2018-2019, he was an
European Environment Agency alternate member of the Menagement Board.

In the period 2017-2019, he was a member of the Standing Committee on
Children, Youth and Sports of the 44th National Assembly of the Republic of
Bulgaria. For a period of 5 (five) years, he realized a full term as Chairman of the
Board of Directors of “HEM” AD.

The teaching experience of the candidate Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov includes
giving lectures and seminars as a visiting lecturer in the Faculty of Law at the
University of National and World Economy (UNWE), the "D.A. Tsenov" Academy of
Economics — Svishtov and the University of Insurance and Finance - Sofia.



This gives reason to perceive the candidate for the academic position of
Associate Professor as a person with extensive professional, teaching and academic
experience.

In the following lines, | will present my opinion on the theoretical and
theoretical-applied activity of the candidate Dr. Nikolov. Here | will discuss his
monographic research and other articles with which he is participating in the
announced competition.

2. Data on published works.

Tihomir Nikolov's publications are in the field of commercial law and in
particular, commercial insolvency. For the present competition, he has submitted 7
scientific publications: a monograph, a book and scientific articles developed and
published after acquiring the scientific degree of Doctor (PhD). The monograph and
the articles do not repeat those developed in the procedure for attaining the scientific
degree of Doctor (PhD). They comply with the requirements contained in the law and
in the regulations implementing it. The monograph presented by Dr. Nikolov is of
greatest importance.

The solo monograph is entitled: "Supervisory Body in the Recovery and
Stabilization of the Debtor's Enterprise”. It contains a comprehensive analysis of
the legal status of the supervisory body in commercial insolvency proceedings under
Chapter Forty-four of the Commerce Act "Recovery of the Undertaking". The
monograph was published in 2023 by Nova Zvezda Publishing House, in a volume of
198 pages and includes an introduction, a table of contents, a list of abbreviations,
an exposition, a conclusion, de lege ferenda suggestions and a bibliography. The list
of references used includes a total of 69 scientific works in Bulgarian and foreign
languages. There are 238 footnotes with numerous references to judgments of
various courts.

2.1. Contents of the monograph.

The work is organized in three chapters - I. General characteristics of the
recovery, recovery proceedings and the supervisory body; Il. Supervisory body -
election, appointment, changes in the composition and termination; Ill. Competence
of the supervisory body.

2.2. General evaluation of the monographic work and scientific
contributions.

The presented work "Supervisory Body in the Recovery and Stabilization of
the Debtor's Enterprise" authored by Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov, is a comprehensive
and correctly structured and complete study in the field of commercial insolvency,
which meets the legal requirements for a monograph. It should be noted that at the
time of publication there were no data of a similar work in Bulgarian legal literature.
Such a treatise is valuable and necessary for practitioners in the field of commercial
law - judges, lawyers, insolvency practitioners, as well as for the traders themselves.



The more important contributions of the monographic work undoubtedly impact to the
development of both theory and practice, as well as to the interpretation of the legal
framework. There is a link between research and law enforcement.

As the author of the monograph, the candidate Tihomir Nikolov has singled
out in a separate part the contributions and proposals for legislative "de lege
ferenda” changes. The author distinguishes between the terms "control" and
"supervision” according to their meaning in private law, which is definitely a
contribution to legal theory. An important point in clarifying the status of the
supervisory body is the comparison with the insolvency practitioner and the trustee in
stabilization proceedings. For the first time in the doctrine, the replacement of the
original court-appointed members of the supervisory body by other persons has
been analyzed in detail. A comprehensive analysis of the grounds for termination of
the supervisory body's powers has been made. It is accepted that the occurrence of
these circumstances automatically leads to the termination of the supervisory body.
Particularly important for theory and practice is the comparison between the election,
appointment and termination of the supervisory body in the case of recovery and of
the supervisory body in the case of stabilization of the debtor’s enterprise.

The de lege ferenda suggestions are not an end in themselves, but on the
contrary, they have concrete practical dimensions and would be useful in subsequent
amendments to the Commerce Act. For example, it is proposed to lay down
minimum legal requirements for the individual supervisory body and the members of
the collective supervisory body, which would create a certain guarantee of
impartiality in the relations of this body with the creditors and the debtor. The person
concerned must also provide explicit consent to the creditors' meeting for his election
as an individual supervisory body or as a member of a collective one. An important
procedural right is justified in favor of the supervisory body and the other persons
entitled to submit a request of the replaced, as well as the exempted member of the
supervisory body, to appeal against the order of the court granting that request.

In order to safeguard the right to information, it is proposed to introduce a
legal obligation for the supervisory body to inform creditors and the court of the
implementation of the recovery plan, as well as of its findings of the debtor in relation
to the reports, information and notifications submitted by the debtor. Other
amendments and additions relevant to the insolvency proceedings are proposed with
regard to the powers of the court under Articles 707 and 709 of the Commerce Act.

The presented book meets the requirements of the law for a monographic
work in terms of volume, content and contributions to the development of legal
theory.

3. Other publications in specialized scientific journals in the field of the
competition, which do not repeat those submitted for the educational and
scientific degree of Doctor (PhD) and their scientific contributions.



Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov participated in the present competition with other 5
(five) scientific publications in total, which were published in the period 2020-2022 in
the Commercial and Obligation Law journal. All of them are in the field of commercial
law and in particular, commercial insolvency proceedings. It is noteworthy the high
scientific style used by the author in the development of the publications. He handles
not only the substantive issues of insolvency law, but also examines and analyzes a
number of procedural ones. The common element in all the publications is the
supervisory body, and the author carefully examines the statutory powers provided,
together with the existing case law, as well as the relevant literature, in order to
justify relevant conclusions and make de lege ferenda suggestions.

4. Meeting the minimum national requirements.

According to the submitted reference and the received materials, it can be
concluded that the candidate Tihomir Nikolov has met the statutory requirements for
the fulfillment of the scientometric indicators. He has submitted a published
habilitation thesis - a monograph, as well as the required number of articles, together
with the corresponding number of citations, and all the claimed indicators are
supported by the relevant means of evidence — the monograph, copies of the
published articles, references for the citations found, references for teaching
experience, etc.

5. Critical comments and recommendations.

The complexity of the topic of the habilitation thesis implies extreme
dedication and thoroughness of the research. This has been achieved by the
candidate Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov. The presence of some inaccuracies in
connection with the citation of numerous provisions of the Commerce Act should in
no way reduce the value of the research. As a possible omission in the candidate's
scientific output, one could take into account the unrecorded changes in the
Commerce Act in 2023 and 2024, which, however, were not promulgated when the
manuscript was submitted for printing and should therefore not be imputed.

6. Conclusion

On the basis of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its Implementation, Art. 64 of the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff of MU — Pleven, and the
documents and evidence submitted for the competition, | give the following
evaluation for the candidate Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov, PhD:

1. He has an acquired the educational and scientific degree of Doctor (PhD) in
the same professional field as in the announced competition - 3.6. Law (Civil and
Family Law);



2. He meets the requirement for teaching experience, as he has been a
lecturer in other higher education institutions, including a Faculty of Law, for more
than 8 years, during which time he has conducted lectures and seminars and is an
outstanding practitioner with proven achievements in the field of commercial law;

3. He has submitted a monographic work "Supervisory Body in the Recovery
and Stabilization of the Debtor's Enterprise” and other publications in specialized
scientific publications in the field of the competition, with significant scientific
contributions that are not repeated with those submitted for the educational and
scientific degree of Doctor (PhD);

4. He meets the minimum national requirements of Art. 2b of the ADASRB for
scientific field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6. Law;

5. There is no plagiarism in his scientific works proven in the statutory
procedure.

In view of the above, | believe that the candidature of Tihomir Nikolaev
Nikolov, PhD complies with the minimum national requirements and the requirements
of MU - Pleven for attaining the academic position of Associate Professor.

On this basis and pursuant to Art. 68 para. 7 of the Regulations for the
Development of the Academic Staff of MU - Pleven, | present my positive opinion and
recommend the members of the honorable Scientific Jury to vote positively for the
decision to propose to the Faculty of Public Health of Medical University - Pleven to
elect Dr. Tihomir Nikolaev Nikolov for the academic position of Associate Professor in
the higher education field 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field
3.6. Law (Civil and Family Law).

This is extremely important for MU - Pleven, because with his election as an
associate professor of law, another step in the development of legal science in the
medical university is made and thus gradually MU - Pleven is also beginning to
follow the path of other medical universities.
