The presented set of mandatory documents and materials on paper and electronic media is in

accordance with the regulatory requirements of MU-Pleven.
I. Brief biographical data of the candidate:

Assoc. Prof. lvelina Yordanova, PhD was born in Varna in 1969. She graduated from
the Medical University of Pleven (diploma No. 002930/26.09.1994), specialized in the Pleven
clinic and acquired the speciality "Skin and venereal diseases” in 2002 (diploma No.
00172/10.01.2002). After defending a dissertation on the topic: "Epidermolysis bullosa
hereditaria - epidemiology, diagnosis, complications, prognosis, medical management"”
(scientific supervisor Assoc. Prof. M. Trashlieva, PhD), she acquired the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor (PhD)" (diploma No. 21522/14.06.2003). She has been in the
academic position "associate professor" since 2012. (diploma No. C0013/ 25.06.2012), has a
master's degree in health management, MU-Pleven (diploma No. 288833/9.02.2018).

She completed a specialization in Pediatric Dermatology, St. Thomas', London (Prof. D.
Atherton, 2002); Electron microscopic diagnostics of skin diseases (MU-Pleven, Prof. K.
Koychev, 2000-2001); Histopathology of the skin and mucous membranes (MU-Sofia, Prof. E.
Obreshkova, 2000 and 2005); Specialization in the Laboratory of Molecular Dermatology,
University of Freiburg, Germany (Prof. Cristina Has, 2010).

Currently, Assoc. Prof. I. Yordanova is the Deputy Dean of the Faculty of Medicine and
the administrative head of the Second Clinical Base of the University Hospital-Pleven.

I1. Scientific activity of the candidate

The scientific research activity of Assoc. Prof. Ivelina Yordanova includes a total of 55
scientific articles in Bulgarian and foreign refereed and indexed periodicals, one chapter in a
monograph (Yordanova I, Vassileva S, Gospodinov D, Chapter 4: Wound Healing and Skin
Care in Inherited Epidermolysis Bullosa. In "Epidermolysis Bullosa (EB): Prevalence, Clinical
Manifestations and Management", Nova Science Publishers, Inc., New York, USA, 2016, pp:
61-76; ISBN: 978-1-63484-274-7) and participation in 82 scientific forums with reports and
poster presentations (68 national and 14 international).

For this analysis, an assessment of the candidate's publication activity was made based
on the conditions under Appendix 2 of the normative regulations at MU-Pleven (publications in
specialized scientific journals that do not repeat those submitted for the acquisition of the

academic position of "associate professor").

1. Scientometric criteria:

+ 22 publications in international scientific journals in the WOS/S databases ;

+ 33 publications in Bulgarian refereed scientific journals from the NACID list.

He is the sole and first author in 13 (5 foreign articles, 7 Bulgarian, a chapter in a
monograph abroad), and the last (senior) author in 6 foreign and 5 Bulgarian publications.

The attached impact factor report and rank of the journal, prepared by the MB of MU-
Pleven (09.08.2024), certifies that the total impact factor is 38.598 with a total SJR of 9.159
(Some of the journals are referenced and indexed in both Web of Science and Scopus, as well
as both IF and SJR). A reference from the Central Library of the Medical University of Sofia
(No. RT 539/08.08.2024) indicates 26 Bulgarian citations and 139 citations abroad.

2. Scientific activity:

Eighty-two participation in national and international congresses and conferences is
attached, the majority of which are reports described above.

Dr. Ivelina Yordanova has participated in 8 research projects - she is a leading
researcher in two international and two scientific projects funded by MU-Pleven.

She is a member of 3 national and five international scientific organizations: BLS,
BDD, SUB, Bulgarian-German Dermatological Society, European Academy of Dermatology
and Venereology, International and European Societies of Pediatric Dermatology, International
Trichoscopy Society.

+ Study of clinical-genetic correlations, specific clinical characteristics and complications
in genodermatoses with skin fragility from the Epidermolysis bullosa—related diseases,
with the aim of a clearer prognosis and improving the quality of life of affected
individuals.

+ Study of the epidemiology, histological and immunological characteristics in patients
diagnosed with autoimmune connective tissue and bullous skin diseases, dermatoses of
unclear aetiology, and diseases from the group of neutrophilic and tropical dermatoses.

+ Study of the epidemiology, histological and immunohistochemical characteristics in
patients diagnosed with squamous cell carcinoma of the skin (SCC).

+ Polycystic ovary syndrome and thyroid diseases, as well as the quality of life in patients

with sebaceous gland diseases - acne vulgaris, rosacea and cutaneous demodicosis.

The teaching and
learning activities at the Department of Dermatology, Venereology and Allergology include
teaching the course "Dermatology and Venereology" to medical students in the Bulgarian-
language and English-language courses of study. In addition to teaching medical students and
residents in Skin and Venereology, she was the scientific supervisor of two successfully
defended doctoral students at the Department of Dermatology and Venereology. Currently, a

doctoral program under her supervision is in development.

IV. Diagnostic and therapeutic activities

Ivelina Yordanova is an actively practising dermatologist with 22 years of experience in
the speciality. She acquired a speciality in skin and venereal diseases in 2002. She is an active
participant in the development of the accepted BDD Consensus for the diagnosis and
classification of congenital bullous epidermolysis (2017) and the appendix to the consensus

(2018), Bulgarian White Book of Dermatology: Atopic Dermatitis - modern data on

etiopathogenesis, clinic, diagnostics and therapy. (2019), Therapy of Atopic Dermatitis -
Consensus of the Bulgarian Dermatological Society, section "Dermatoallergology” (2021),
Standard for medical care in patients with atopic dermatitis (2023). He is a member of the state
examination committee for acquiring the speciality "Skin and venereal diseases". He is the head
of the only centre for the diagnosis and treatment of Bullous epidermolysis in Bulgaria (at
UMHAL "Dr. G. Stranski").
