Professional Activity and Qualifications:

Assoc. Prof. Ivelina Yordanova was born in 1969. She graduated in Medicine from the
Higher Medical Institute in Pleven in 1994. In 1997, she was enrolled as a resident in the
Clinic of Dermatology and Venereology in Pleven, and in 1998, she became a PhD student
in the Department of Dermatology and Venereology at Medical University - Pleven. In
2002, she acquired a specialty in Skin and Venereal Diseases, and since 2003, she has had
the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" after defending her dissertation on the
topic: "Epidermolysis bullosa hereditaria — epidemiology, diagnosis, complications,
prognosis, medical management" under the supervision of Assoc. Prof. Mariana
Trashlieva.

She successively became Assistant (2004), Senior Assistant (2005), and Chief Assistant
(2007) at the Department of "Dermatology, Venereology, Allergology, and Clinical
Immunology" at Medical University - Pleven and the Clinic of Skin and Venereal Diseases,
UMHAT "Dr. Georgi Stranski" - Pleven. Since 2012, after a competition, she has held the
academic position of "Associate Professor" in the same department. In 2018, she obtained
a Master's degree in Public Health and Health Management. Since 2014, she has gained
administrative experience as the administrative head of the Second Clinical Base of
UMHAT "Dr. Georgi Stranski" Pleven, and since 2021, she has been the Vice-Dean for
Research, Quality of Education, and Accreditation at the Faculty of Medicine, MU-Pleven.



Assoc. Prof. Yordanova has undergone two international specializations: in Pediatric
Dermatology at Great Ormond Street Hospital for Children NHS Trust, London, UK, in
2002, and in Dermatology at the Clinic for Dermatology and Venereology, Freiburg
University, Germany, in 2010. She has completed postgraduate courses in basic
histopathological processes of the skin and mucous membranes and electron microscopy
diagnostics of skin diseases.

Evaluation of Quantitative and Qualitative Scientific Indicators:

In the current competition, Assoc. Prof. Yordanova has presented 55 publications, 82
participations in scientific congresses, and one co-authored monography after her
habilitation, as follows:

- 16 articles in journals indexed in global databases (Web of Science and Scopus) with
impact factor (IF) and/or SIR (of which 9 were as the lead author);

- 36 publications in peer-reviewed and indexed editions listed by NACID, 3 of which are
in Web of Science without IF or SJR (18 as lead author);

- 3 full-text articles in peer-reviewed editions and collections of scientific events (lead
author for all three);

- 1 chapter from a co-authored monograph (lead author).

Assoc. Prof. Yordanova has participated in 68 national and 14 international scientific
forums. She is the first or last (leading) author in a total of 31 scientific works presented
after her habilitation in the current competition.

The total IF of the journals with full-text publications is 38.498, and the total SIR is 8.52.

The scientific publications cover the following thematic areas:

- Clinical-genetic correlations and complications in genodermatoses involving skin

fragility from the group of Epidermolysis bullosa-related diseases. Studies included
clinical and genotype-phenotype correlations in rare genodermatoses such as Acral
peeling skin syndrome, Epidermolysis bullosa pruriginosa, and Netherton syndrome.
A major study on 91 patients with Kindler EB, highlighting their risk for squamous cell
carcinoma of the skin and mucous membranes, was conducted in international
collaboration with leading European specialists. Clinical manifestations of orofacial
anomalies in Kindler EB patients were also examined. For these studies, clinical and
molecular-biological data were collected from large patient cohorts in the USA,
Western, and Eastern Europe (including Bulgaria).

- Squamous cell carcinoma of the skin. Comprehensive research on epidemiology,
histological, and immunohistochemical characteristics of skin squamous cell
carcinoma in the Bulgarian population. A study analyzing clinical and morphological
data of numerous cases of this carcinoma in the Pleven region. Prognostic value of
PD-1, PD-L1, and CD8 expression in recurrence and metastasis was determined.

- Autoimmune bullous dermatoses. Descriptions of rare cases such as IgA bullous
dermatosis, Herpes gestationis, Cicatricial pemphigoid with ocular involvement, and
bullous pemphigoid induced by permethrin cream were made in collaboration with
the Dermatology Clinic of MU-Sofia.



- Erythematosquamous dermatoses (Psoriasis). First documented case in Eastern
Europe of generalized pustular psoriasis treated with monoclonal IL36 antibody
(Spesolimab).

- Allergic dermatoses (contact and atopic dermatitis). Documentation of rare clinical
observations such as polyallergy in a patient with atopic dermatitis and contact
dermatitis from playdough and slime.

- Sebaceous gland diseases (Acne vulgaris, Rosacea, Demodicosis). Research on their
prevalence and relations with metabolic syndrome, polycystic ovary syndrome, and
thyroid disorders.

- Dermatoses from the group of neutrophilic and tropical dermatoses. In collaboration
with national and European experts in dermatology, rare clinical observations of
Erythema elevatum diutinum, Pyoderma gangrenosum, Sarcoidosis cutis, Lupus
vasculitis, Pseudoscleroderma, Porokeratosis superficialis, and Cutaneous
leishmaniasis were described.

- Research on the quality of life in patients with various dermatoses. A pilot study was
conducted among patients from seven European countries (including Bulgaria), and
an age-specific questionnaire is being validated in Bulgaria for assessing the quality of
life of patients with different forms of congenital Epidermolysis Bullosa (EB) in the age
group of 0—4 years. The EB-specific module of the InToDermQoL questionnaire was
developed by an international team, including Assoc. Prof. Yordanova, to measure the
impact of disease-specific aspects in children with congenital Epidermolysis Bullosa.
For the first time in Bulgaria, a questionnaire for evaluating the quality of life in
patients with Acne vulgaris was validated.

Clinical and Diagnostic Activities

Assoc. Prof. Yordanova is a respected dermatologist and venereologist in Bulgaria and on
the European dermatological scene. She has been a key contributor to the clinical and
diagnostic activities of the Clinic of Skin and Venereal Diseases in Pleven.

Her expertise in genodermatoses makes her one of the few specialists in Bulgaria capable
of competently addressing the challenges faced by patients with these conditions. She is
the head of the first Expert Center for Epidermolysis Bullosa, officially designated on
October 8, 2024, at UMHAT "Dr. Georgi Stranski" Pleven by the Minister of Health of the
Republic of Bulgaria. Her scientific interests align with modern trends in contemporary
European dermatology.

Teaching and Academic Activities

Assoc. Prof. Yordanova has provided a certificate (No. 1223/19.08.2024) from MU-Pleven
detailing her teaching workload. She delivers lectures for English-speaking medical
students in the discipline "Dermatology and Venereology," with 15 lectures annually. She
also conducts practical exercises for medical students (both Bulgarian and English-
speaking) during the 8th and 9th semesters of their studies. In the last three academic
years, she has recorded a total teaching workload of 832.6 hours.

Her teaching contributions extend to:

Training doctoral and postgraduate students during events organized by the Department
of Continuing Education at MU-Pleven and the Bulgarian Dermatological Society.
Lecturing at annual winter schools for young specialists and doctoral students in



dermatology and venereology. Supervising theoretical and practical sessions for
specialists in “Skin and Venereal Diseases” and general practitioners in the “Dermatology”
module. She is also an active participant in conducting their colloquiums.

Assoc. Prof. Yordanova has supervised:

- 3 PhD students in Dermatology and Venereology, of whom 2 have successfully
defended their theses.

- 8 trainees in Dermatology and Venereology.

She serves as a member of the state examination commission for the acquisition of the

specialty in Dermatology and Venereology at UMHAT "Aleksandrovska" in Sofia. She leads

postgraduate qualification courses for doctors and nurses within the Department of

Dermatology, Venereology, and Allergology, Faculty of Medicine, MU-Pleven.

Her teaching responsibilities include:

Developing and updating curricula, theses, and test materials. Over the past three
academic years (2021/2022, 2022/2023, 2023/2024), all curricula and exam materials
have been updated annually to meet the unified format requirements of MU-Pleven’s
distance learning system.
