Regarding: Competition for the position of Professor in the scientific specialty
"Pharmacoeconomics and Pharmaceutical Regulation" in field 7. Healthcare and Sports,
professional field 7.3. Pharmacy, announced in the State Gazette, Issue 90 of 25.10.2024, for the
needs of the Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences and Social Pharmacy at the Faculty of
Pharmacy of Medical University — Pleven.

In the announced competition for the academic position of Professor, there is only one candidate
— Assoc. Prof. Hristina Viktorova Lebanova, PhD, from the Department of Pharmaceutical
Sciences and Social Pharmacy at the Faculty of Pharmacy, MU-Pleven, for which the competition
was announced.

The materials submitted by the candidate fully comply with the legal requirements and the
regulations outlined in the Academic Development Regulations of MU-Pleven for the position of
Professor. The evidence presented is complete, with no overlap with the evidence provided when
acquiring the academic degree of Doctor or the position of Associate Professor. All administrative
deadlines for conducting the competition have been met.

. Analysis of the candidate’s career profile.

Assoc. Prof. Hristina Lebanova, MPharm, PhD, graduated as a Master of Pharmacy in 2009 from
the Faculty of Pharmacy at MU — Sofia. She began her professional career as a Master of
Pharmacy in a community pharmacy, including serving as a manager from 2010 to 2015. From
2012 to 2014, she worked as a part-time assistant professor at New Bulgarian University, and
since 2015, she has been an Associate Professor in the Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences
and Social Pharmacy at the Faculty of Pharmacy at MU-Pleven. Since 2023, she has served as the
Dean of the same faculty.

From 2010 to 2013, she obtained a specialization in Organization and Economics of Distribution
and Pharmacy Practice at MU-Sofia.

From 2011 to 2014, she was a regular doctoral student in the Department of Organization and
Economics of Pharmacy at the Faculty of Pharmacy at MU-Sofia. In 2014, she defended her
dissertation titled “Survey of Patients as a Source of Information for Drug Safety Monitoring
Systems.”

From 2014 to 2016, she obtained a master’s degree in public health and health management at
MU-Pleven.



From 2016 to 2020, she completed a specialization in Pharmacology and Pharmacotherapy at
MU-Varna.

From 2020 to 2023, she also completed a specialization in Organization and Economics of
Pharmaceutical Manufacturing.

Assoc. Prof. Lebanova is the Chairperson of the Quality Commission of the Bulgarian
Pharmaceutical Union. She is a member of the Expert Council on Organization and Economics,
Drug Technology, and Hospital Pharmacy, the Higher Council of Pharmacy, and the Commission
for Recognition of Professional Qualifications in Regulated Medical Professions and/or
Specialties in the Healthcare System under the Ministry of Health. She also serves on the
Commission for Establishing Fluency in the Bulgarian Language and Professional Terminology
in Bulgarian (Ministry of Education and Science), as well as the governing bodies of the
Bulgarian Pharmaceutical Union, where she is the Chairperson of the Quality Commission.

She is a member of the State Examination Commission for obtaining a specialization in
Organization and Economics of Distribution and Pharmacy Practice in the Continuing Education
System.

1. Teaching and Educational Activity.

Assoc. Prof. Lebanova is actively involved in teaching the following courses: "Social Pharmacy
and Pharmaceutical Legislation," "Pharmaceutical Care," "History of Pharmacy," "Clinical Trials
of Medicinal Products," "Pharmacoepidemiology," and "Pharmacovigilance" to pharmacy
students at the Faculty of Pharmacy, MU-Pleven, who are studying in the Bulgarian language.
She delivers lectures, conducts practical exercises and seminars, and participates in conducting
semester exams.

She is the Chairperson of the State Examination Commission for the "Social Pharmacy and
Pharmaceutical Legislation" state exam. She has also contributed to the development of the
curricula for the courses she teaches.

Her teaching load over the last three academic years has been impressive — 1444.6 hours, while
the annual norm for MU-Pleven is 360 hours.

Assoc. Prof. Lebanova is a co-author of 3 textbooks with ISBN and 3 manuals for the courses she
teaches. She is the scientific co-supervisor of 3 PhD students, one of whom has successfully
defended their thesis, as well as 3 postgraduate students in the Continuing Education System of
MU-Pleven.

Assoc. Prof. Lebanova also has significant experience in 4 scientific projects with national
funding. She is the leader of 2 of the projects, including project Ne BG-RRP-2.004-0003-CO01,
funded by the European Union - NextGenerationEU, through the National Recovery and
Resilience Plan of the Republic of Bulgaria. The project is currently underway and focuses on



"DIGITALISE GROUP - digital tools for ensuring rational drug use in vulnerable patient
groups."

I believe that in the field of teaching and educational activity, Assoc. Prof. Hristina Lebanova is
fully established, with extensive professional experience as an educator, which fully meets and
exceeds the requirements of the Higher Education Act, Regulations for the Development of
Academic Staft, and the Regulations for Academic Development at MU-Pleven for the position
of Professor.

1. Assessment of the Candidate's Scientific Works

Assoc. Prof. Hristina Lebanova’s scientific research is primarily focused on the areas of
pharmacoeconomics, pharmaceutical and drug regulation, drug utilization, clinical and
pharmaceutical practice, and pharmacist education. Her main contributions, as reflected in her
scientific publications, are of a scientific-applied nature, and I believe they make a significant
contribution to both pharmaceutical science and practice.

The candidate has participated in the competition with 116 scientific works, distributed as
follows: 1 doctoral dissertation for the acquisition of the academic degree “Doctor,” 33 full-text
scientific publications, 1 chapter in a collective monograph, 6 textbooks and manuals, and 75
participations in congresses, conferences, and symposia. Of the 33 full-text publications
presented, 11 (33%) are in journals with an Impact Factor (IF), and 18 are in journals indexed in
Scopus/Web of Science. Assoc. Prof. Lebanova is the lead author in 17 (52%) of the publications.

The overall Impact Factor of the candidate's work for the period after January 1, 2015, is 87.608,
with an individual Impact Factor of 16.47, and an h-index of 11. A report from the Central
Medical Library shows 142 citations in Scopus/Web of Science, and 146 citations in Bulgarian
sources, as well as 98 reviews in journals indexed in WoS. According to the Google Scholar
database, as of December 18, 2024, the scientific works of Assoc. Prof. Lebanova have been cited
a total of 428 times.

The scientific contributions of Assoc. Prof. Hristina Lebanova are categorized as follows:

1. Scientific-Theoretical Contributions

e Development of models for assessing the economic burden of oncological diseases, which
have been tested on HPV-related cancers in Bulgaria.

2. Scientific-Methodological Contributions

e Innovative approaches have been used to combine official regulatory information and data
from consumer online platforms to identify new adverse drug reactions.

e A methodology for evaluating satisfaction with pharmaceutical services offered in
pharmacies has been developed and tested.

3. Scientific-Applied Contributions



e Pharmacoeconomic analyses have been conducted for the use of targeted oncological
therapies in Bulgaria, including recommendations for evaluating their therapeutic
effectiveness and cost-effectiveness.

e For the first time in Bulgaria, a comprehensive analysis of the economic burden of a
group of oncological diseases has been carried out, utilizing real-world clinical practice
data; in addition to direct costs, indirect costs resulting from lost productivity have also
been assessed.

e An analysis of the quality of self-medication counseling in Bulgarian pharmacies was
conducted, identifying key gaps and suggesting directions for improvement.

e Participation in the definition of pan-European competencies for prescribing and
managing antimicrobial therapies, which contributes to the harmonization of practices in
the European Union.

e The frequency of antibiotic self-medication in Europe was studied, contributing to the
understanding of antimicrobial resistance.

e Analyses of the impact of revisions in European drug legislation on combating
antimicrobial resistance were conducted.

e Aspects of healthcare digitalization were explored, including the implementation of
electronic prescriptions in Bulgaria.

e The undeclared ingredients in food supplements were studied, and their impact and
potential health risks were analyzed.

e The role of the clinical pharmacist in Bulgaria was investigated in areas such as assisted
reproduction, bronchial asthma, chronic kidney disease, and more.

e The landscape of non-interventional studies in Bulgaria was explored, including the
attitudes of healthcare professionals toward participation in them.

e The effectiveness of distance learning for pharmacists in Bulgaria was assessed,
highlighting the need for the implementation of innovative approaches to professional
development.

IV.  Personal impressions.

I know Assoc. Prof. Lebanova personally. She demonstrates deep knowledge and expertise in the
field of pharmacoeconomics and pharmaceutical regulation, combining academic theory with
practical experience. Assoc. Prof. Lebanova stands out for her excellent analytical skills,
innovative thinking, and commitment to both scientific and educational activities. Her work is
characterized by high precision, objectivity, and dedication to the development of the
pharmaceutical sector. Her active participation in public and professional activities, including in
professional organizations and initiatives, which contribute to the development of the
pharmaceutical sector and the improvement of the regulatory environment, is also impressive.
Assoc. Prof. Lebanova enjoys high recognition and respect among colleagues, students, and the
scientific community. I am convinced that her appointment as a professor will significantly



contribute to the development of teaching and scientific research at the Faculty of Pharmacy,
MU-Pleven.

V. Conclusion.

The overall analysis of the results from the scientific research work, as well as the scientometric
indicators of Assoc. Prof. Hristina Lebanova, confirms her significant achievements in the field
of pharmacoeconomics and pharmaceutical regulation. This reinforces my belief that Assoc. Prof.
Hristina Lebanova, PhD, is a well-established academic educator, researcher, expert, and
consultant within the scientific specialty of the competition.

The scientometric indicators of the candidate exceed the minimum requirements for scientific and
teaching activities set forth in the Regulations for Academic Development at MU-Pleven for the
academic position of “Professor” in the professional field 7.3. “Pharmacy.” With a required
minimum of 550 points, the candidate has accumulated 1024.57 points. If the total number of
citations of the candidate's scientific work and reviews are also considered, the total score in
category D increases to 4330 (according to the attached report from the Central Medical Library
with 142 citations in Scopus/WoS and 146 citations in Bulgarian sources, and 98 reviews in
journals indexed in WoS), which even more convincingly demonstrates that the candidate
significantly exceeds the criteria for the position of Professor.
