Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Nikolaev Stoev, PhD, is the sole applicant for the position
of "Associate Professor," which was announced in State Gazette, issue No. 90 of 25.10.2024.
This review has been proposed in compliance with the Bulgarian Law on the Development of
the Academic Staff (LDASRB), the Regulations for its implementation (RILDASRB) and in
accordance with the Regulations for Academic Development of MU-Pleven.

1. GENERAL OVERVIEW OF THE PROCEDURE

For the competition, Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev, PhD, provided a full and
chronologically structured set of documents (in electronic format) in compliance with the legal
framework— Bulgarian Law on the Development of the Academic Staff (LDASRB), the



Regulations for its implementation (RILDASRB) and in accordance with the Regulations for
Academic Development of MU-Pleven.

2. BIOGRAPHICAL INFORMATION AND CAREER PROFILE OF THE CANDIDATE

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev earned a Master of Pharmacy degree from the
Faculty of Pharmacy at MU-Sofia in 2012. From 2015 to 2022, his professional qualifications
have been consistently associated with the roles of clinical pharmacist and hospital
pharmacist. This entails acquiring a wealth of experience in the storage, dispensing, quality,
and control of medicinal products in a hospital pharmacy, as well as conducting clinical trials
(both as a specialist in a CRO and on-site at the clinical center in a specialized Ob/Gyn hospital
and a multiprofile hospital for active treatment). His exceptional qualifications, analytical
thinking, and unwavering commitment to professional development through training are
complemented by his excellent administrative abilities, which facilitate his upward career
progression. He was the Clinical Pharmacy Manager and Deputy Manager of the hospital from
2021 to 2022, where he was responsible for Pharmacotherapy and Clinical Pharmacy.

In 2022, Svetoslav Stoev obtained a second Master's degree in Public Health and Health
Management.

Svetoslav Stoev, master-pharmacist, obtained his PhD in Pharmacoeconomics and
Pharmaceutical Regulation in 2019. His dissertation's subject is "Monitoring of drug safety in
women undergoing assisted reproductive technologies (ART)".

Since 2020, he has initiated his scientific and pedagogical career at MU-Pleven. Since
December 2020, he has held the position of senior assistant professor at the Department of
Social Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Legislation.

The candidate has two acquired specialties: specialization in ,Organization and economics of
distribution and pharmacy practice”- OEDPP(2016) and "Clinical Pharmacy" (2022). He has
acquired additional professional qualifications through a variety of programs and courses,
including the HTA training program "HTA Summer School" and the European Association of
Hospital Pharmacists International Advisory Focus Group.

Svetoslav Stoev's participation as a lecturer in a diverse array of national and international
forums is a testament to his exceptional scientific and instructional capabilities. He is a lecturer
in continuing medical education seminars for physicians and pharmacists that are organized
by academic and regulatory institutions (BDA). He was a member of a panel that discussed
"The role of healthcare professionals during a pandemic - an international perspective" for the
international scientific consortium "Future Pharmacy" in 2021. The extensive knowledge and
experience that Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev has obtained have made him a
highly sought-after and esteemed expert in the field of clinical and hospital pharmacy. He
served as an advisory council member of the Health Technology Assessment Committee at the
National Center for Public Health and Analysis and as a member of an expert group at the
European Medicines Agency from 2016 to 2017.

He represents the Bulgarian Ethics Committee for Clinical Trials in the training session for the
adoption of the European Medicines Agency's CTIS in 2021.



Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev is a member of the European Society of Clinical
Pharmacy, the International Society of Pharmacoepidemiology, the International Society of
Pharmacovigilance, the Bulgarian Association of Hospital and Clinical Pharmacists, and the
International Society of Oncology Pharmacy. He is also a member of the Bulgarian
Pharmaceutical Union, where he participated in the management board as a member of the
Quality Committee (since 2020).

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev possesses extraordinary presentation skills in both
academic and business environments, as per my personal observations. He is a highly
esteemed and sought-after expert who is a member of ethics committees at both the central
and local levels.

He is proficient in the English language and demonstrates a high level of computer literacy.

3. EVALUATION OF RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev provides an inventory of 18 genuine publications in
relation to the competition. He is the primary author of six of the scientific publications that
have been submitted, while he is the second or subsequent author of the remaining ones. Of
the 11 full-text scientific articles that were published in indexed journals in world-renowned
scientific information databases (Scopus and Web of Science), 8 articles (42%) were published
in journals with an impact factor. Eight scientific articles were published in non-refereed peer-
reviewed journals that were both foreign and Bulgarian. The calculated individual IF is 8.795,
and the total IF of full-text articles is 29.855. The candidate has participated in 35 congresses,
symposia, and conferences, 11 of which are international and 24 of which are national. A total
of 57 scientific papers were submitted for the competition.

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev has submitted a monograph titled "Pharmaceutical
Care in Socially Significant Diseases: Practical Aspects," published by the MU-Pleven Publishing
Center in 2024, with ISBN 978-954-756-356-8. This work serves as a fundamental habilitation
study on the subject.

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev is a scientist with outstanding professional
qualifications, evidenced by his role as a leading researcher or participant in various scientific
projects that have received both international and national funding, including:

- "DIGITALISE GROUP - digital tools to ensure rational use of medicines in vulnerable patient
groups'- part of Project BG-RRP-2.004-0003-C01 "Research University: Medical University -
Pleven", funded by the European Union — NextGenerationEU

- "Analysis of attitudes toward medication use during pregnancy and lactation with a focus on
medication safety"-funded by Medical University- Pleven, funded by Medical University -
Pleven, principal investigator



- "Drug Dose adjustment in accordance with the renal function assessment (eGFR/CrCl) in
hospitalized patients with heart failure - a study to optimize rational drug use"- funded by
Medical University - Pleven, principal investigator

- “A study of the knowledge, attitudes, and practices of self-medication with antibiotics
among patients”, funded by Medical University- Pleven, participating investigator

As proven by the study and evaluation, Svetoslav Stoev's scientific-metric indicators meet the
quantitative criteria stipulated by the Regulations of Medical University - Pleven for the
acquisition of the academic position "ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR".

3.1. The significance and relevance of scientific and applied contributions

Svetoslav Stoev's research is focused on a variety of areas within the field of social pharmacy,
which are also the focus of his primary scientific-theoretical, scientific-methodological, and
scientific-applied contributions. The research results are presented in pertinent actual
publications and abstracts from national and international conferences and congresses.

The most significant scientific and theoretical contributions are primarily in the fields of
oncology and reproductive medicine and can be categorized as follows:

v' A concept of drug safety survailance has been devised for controlled ovarian
hyperstimulation treatment. A qualitatively new model is proposed to evaluate the
cost-effectiveness of controlled ovarian hyperstimulation approaches in assisted
reproductive technologies (ART) based on the monitoring data of various therapeutic
alternatives (urinary, recombinant, and mixed protocols).

v’ Therapeutic approaches for the induction of multifollicular development in the
treatment of infertility using assisted reproduction methods have been refined by
introducing an additional selection criterion;

v" In the context of risk reduction measures in patients with co-established renal and
heart failure, the concepts of a tailored approach to prescribing treatment are
presented.

v" A model for estimating the economic burden of cancer is proposed following an
approbated analysis of potentially immunization-preventable HPV-related
malignancies.

Scientific and methodological contributions consist of the following:

e The development of analytical methodologies to analyze adverse drug reaction data
posted on social media for drug safety purposes and the identification of potential
signals of ADRs.

e Methodology for the cost-effectiveness analysis of specific therapeutic strategies in
oncology and reproductive medicine.



e Developing a methodology for evaluating the efficacy of regulatory control of
medicines activities in order to enhance public health and optimize health outcomes
in response to amendments to EU pharmaceutical legislation.

Scientific and applied contributions consist of the following:

e Proposals to enhance therapeutic efficacy and safety and optimal rational drug use are
derived from analyses of specific patient populations, including women with polycystic
ovary syndrome, couples experiencing infertility, patients with Covid-19, and certain
HPV-related malignancies.

e Analyses of the practical relevance of amended and supplemented legislation for
antimicrobial resistance stewardship in the EU. Based on research and analysis of
irrational antibiotic use, approaches for reducing antimicrobial resistance and
unreasonable self-treatment are recommended that can be successfully adopted in
clinical practice to promote public health.

e Systematic approaches to the use of pharmaceutical care in various nosological
entities in reproductive medicine and oncology are presented. The function of the
clinical pharmacist in the treatment process is illustrated in various therapeutic areas
understudied in Bulgaria within the framework of pharmaceutical care, including
infertility (polycystic ovarian syndrome, chronic renal disease and co-existing heart
failure, etc.).

e The analysis encompasses specific aspects of digitalization in healthcare, such as the
implementation of electronic prescriptions at the national and European levels.

Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev's contributions to the fields of pharmacovigilance,
drug regulation, and pharmacoeconomics are indicative of his extensive scientific interests, a
quality that | value as a positive attribute of an active researcher. Numerous contributions are
of an applied scientific nature, rendering them especially pertinent to clinical practice in
pharmaceutical care's understudied sectors, including oncology and reproductive medicine.
The published studies are noteworthy for their extensive methodological foundation. As.
Svetoslav Stoev's scientific research activity analysis indicates that he is a well-established
scientist whose scientific output has garnered a broad level of resonance in specialized
medical literature.

The published results are consistent with the scientific contributions record, which
corroborates the original and confirmatory data described in the competition documentation.

4. EVALUATION OF THE MONOGRAPHIC WORK

In reference with the competition Chief Assistant Professor Svetoslav Stoev has submitted a
monograph entitled "Pharmaceutical Care in Socially Significant Diseases. Practical Aspects"
(ISBN 978-954-756-356-8). The scientific work is a comprehensive analysis of the
contemporary pharmaceutical treatment of socially significant conditions, with both
theoretical and practical implications. It suggests a methodical approach to the resolution of
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drug-related problems through validated pharmaceutical interventions, emphasizing the
importance of pharmacists in the optimization of pharmacotherapy and the attainment of
sustainable health benefits for patients. The development of an innovative paradigm for
pharmaceutical care in the field of "women's health" with an emphasis on polycystic ovary
syndrome, specificities in the treatment of infertility, through assisted reproductive
technologies (ART), and cancer is a significant point of this monograph. The model provides
practical solutions to specific and frequently disregarded drug-related problems, thereby
enabling individuals to surmount them. The monograph also addresses practical strategies for
pharmaceutical management for patients with asthma and chronic obstructive pulmonary
disease (COPD), as well as self-medication with over-the-counter medications for influenza,
colds, and coughs. A contribution is the incorporation of results from the candidate’s own
research on the communication process between pharmacist and patient, which is crucial for
patient compliance, valued as the patient participation in the treatment process. Methods
and concepts are proposed to enhance the interactive process in the implementation of
pharmaceutical care, which entails the acquisition of health status information and the
provision of patient education on the rational use of medications.

This monograph is a substantial contribution to the field of pharmacy and should be
considered a valuable resource for the scientific and academic community, as well as
practicing pharmacists. The monograph has both scientific and applied significance, and it fully
fits the requirements for a habilitation thesis under the Law on Academic Staff Development
in the Republic of Bulgaria.

5. CITATION OF THE APPLICANT'S PUBLICATIONS

According to the submitted documentation on citations in various databases (Scopus, ICl Web
of Science, Scirus, and Google Scholar), the candidate's scholarly publications have been cited
51 times. The self-assessment table shows 16 citations in refereed Scopus/Web of Science
journals (240 points as per the self-assesment table), 2 article reviews (30 points), and 22
citations in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals (110 points).

The information provided reveals that the scientific research activity of Chief Assistant
Professor Svetoslav Stoev, exceeds the normative standards for citation of scientific
publications (370 points proved versus 200 points required).

6. COMPREHENSIVE, QUALITATIVE EVALUATION OF THE CANDIDATE'S TEACHING AND
LEARNING ACTIVITIES.

The area of Svetoslav Stoev's teaching is social pharmacy and pharmaceutical legislation. It is
consistent with the scientific discipline in which the competition was announced in terms of
its content. It is evident from the attached reports on the teaching workload in the last three
academic years that Svetoslav Stoev primarily educates pharmacy students, and the loading
substantially exceeds the required norm (1401.60 hours of teaching workload at the norm of
400 hours per year).



Stoev's teaching and learning activities are intricate, including the supervision of seminars for
students in the Master's program in Pharmacy in the following disciplines:
¢ Social Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Legislation
Pharmaceutical care
Pharmacy History
Clinical trials of Medicinal Products
Pharmacoepidemiology
Pharmacovigilance
Hospital Pharmacy

Furthermore, he is involved in teaching the courses "Medicines Policy of Medical Institutions”
(for students enrolled in the Master's program "Economics and Organization of Medical
Institutions"), "Social Pharmacy," and "Pharmaceutical Legislation" (for students pursuing a
Professional Bachelor's degree in Pharmacy Technician). Creates and maintains lectures for
the e-learning and distance learning system at MU-Pleven.

The candidate is involved in the development and annual updating of the curricula as a
participant in the teaching of the courses outlined. Svetoslav Stoev is a co-author of the
guidebook "Guide for practical seminars in social pharmacy and pharmaceutical legislation”
(ISBN 978-954-756-334-6), which is designed for pharmacy students and a variety of
professionals who are interested in pharmaceutical regulation.

Svetoslav Stoev is actively engaged in collaborative efforts with students and scientists from a
variety of medical specialties, as evidenced by his joint participation in the project Ne 4/2021,
which is entitled "Study of knowledge, attitudes, and practices of self-treatment with
antibiotics among patients" (06/2021-06/2022) and is funded by MU-Pleven. He is the primary
instructor for the "Hospital Pharmacy" club for Master's degree candidates in the "Pharmacy"
specialty. In this capacity, he is in charge of developing the curriculum for theoretical and
practical training.

Stoev facilitates colloquia and training sessions for postgraduate students in the specialization
programs of "Organization and Economics of Distribution and Pharmacy Practice" and "Clinical
Pharmacy" during their postgraduate years. The supervision of two post-graduate students in
the specialty program "Organization and Economics of Distribution and Pharmacy Practice" is
his responsibility. Stoev manages the training of a group of students who participate each year
in the "Become a Hospital Pharmacist" competition at the scientific and practical conference
on hospital pharmacy, organized by the Association of Hospital and Clinical Pharmacists in
Bulgaria.
