Healthcare and Sports, for the needs of the
Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences and Social Pharmacy at the Faculty of
Pharmacy, Medical University — Pleven, announced in the State Gazette, issue No.
90/25.10.2024.

By Order No. 3375/26.11.2024 of the Rector of the Medical University — Pleven, | have
been appointed as a member of the Scientific Jury. According to Protocol No. 1 from the
first remote meeting of the Jury, held on 08.01.2025, | have been designated as its
chairperson and reviewer for the procedure concerning the appointment to the academic
position of "Associate Professor® in the specialty "Pharmacoeconomics and
Pharmaceutical Regulation," professional field 7.3 Pharmacy. The sole candidate in the
competition is Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Nikolaev Stoev, PhD. The competition
procedure has been duly followed, and the candidate’s documents comply with the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, the Regulations for its Implementation, and the Regulations for the
Development of Academic Staff at the Medical University — Pleven, 2022 edition, as well
as the criteria for the position of "Associate Professor" outlined therein.

Biographical Data and Career Development

Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Stoev was born in 1989 in the town of Vratsa. He graduated in
Pharmacy from the Medical University — Sofia in 2012. He holds specializations in the
Organization and Economics of Wholesale and Pharmacy Practice (Medical University —
Sofia, 2016) and Clinical Pharmacy (Medical University — Sofia, 2022). In 2019, he
obtained his educational and scientific degree of doctor through the doctoral program in
"Pharmacoeconomics and Pharmaceutical Regulation” at the Medical University — Sofia,
with a dissertation entitled "Monitoring Drug Safety in Women Undergoing Assisted
Reproductive Technologies (ART)." From February to June 2020, he served as a part-
time assistant at the Medical University — Pleven, and since June 2020, he has held the
position of Assistant Professor at the Department of Pharmaceutical Sciences and
Social Pharmacy at the Faculty of Pharmacy, Medical University — Pleven.
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Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Stoev has extensive professional experience in the field of
clinical trials, including as a member of a research team, as well as in the area of clinical
pharmacy. He has served as Deputy Director of a hospital with responsibilities in
pharmacotherapy and clinical pharmacy, and he is currently a practicing clinical
pharmacist. He is a member of the Ethics Committee for Clinical Trials at the Ministry of
Health and the Quality Committee of the Bulgarian Pharmaceutical Union.

He is also a member of the European Society of Clinical Pharmacy, the International
Society of Pharmacoepidemiology, the International Society of Pharmacovigilance, the
Association of Hospital and Clinical Pharmacists in Bulgaria, and the International
Society of Oncology Pharmacy.
The candidate is proficient in English and German.

Evaluation of Quantitative and Qualitative Indicators

From the provided author’s reference for compliance and fulfilment of the minimum
national requirements, it is clear that the candidate meets the requirements set out in the
Law on the Development of Academic Staff (ZRAS) for the appointment to the academic
position of "Associate Professor" and the requirements of the Medical University —
Pleven (Table 1). With a required total of 450 points, Assist. Prof. Stoev has presented
evidence of 734.57 points (63% above the required threshold).

Assist. Prof. Stoev participates in the competition with a total of 57 scientific works,
including 1 doctoral dissertation, 1 monograph, 11 publications published in peer-
reviewed scientific journals indexed in Scopus/Web of Science, and 8 publications in
non-refereed journals with peer review. Eleven of the full-text publications are in journals
with an impact factor (IF), and according to the reference provided by the Central
Medical Library, Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Stoev has a total IF of 29.855 and an individual
IF of 8.795. All the presented scientific works, except for the doctoral dissertation, were
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published after he assumed the position of Assistant Professor. In 11 of the publications
(58%), the candidate is the leading author, which exceeds the required minimum of 5 as
per the regulations of the Medical University — Pleven.

Assist. Prof. Stoev also presents a list of 35 participations in congresses, conferences,
and symposia, of which 11 were abroad and 24 were in Bulgaria.

The published monograph, Pharmaceutical Care in Socially Significant Diseases:
Practical Aspects, consists of 175 standard pages, includes an extensive bibliography,
and is based on several of Assist. Prof. Stoev's studies. The presented monographic
work fully meets the requirements outlined in the ZRAS.

The monograph addresses socially significant diseases such as diabetes, asthma,
chronic obstructive pulmonary disease (COPD), and cancer. It discusses systematic
approaches for applying pharmaceutical care to these disease entities, which have not
been previously analyzed in terms of improving health outcomes through the direct
involvement of pharmacists in the treatment and monitoring process. | highly appreciate
the critical analysis of the process of providing pharmaceutical care in the self-
medication of these conditions, given the significant epidemiological data on their
prevalence and associated drug use. In his monograph, Assist. Prof. Stoev thoroughly
analyzes and proposes a model for an effective communication process for the practical
application of pharmaceutical care in both outpatient and clinical settings.

Evaluation of the Candidate’s Research Activities and Contributions
All scientific work by Assist. Prof. Stoev is in the fields of pharmacoeconomics and
pharmaceutical regulation and can be thematically classified into the following areas:

e Pharmacoeconomics (publications G1.4; G1.7; G1.8; G2.4)

e Pharmaceutical and Drug Regulation (publications G1.11; G2.6; G1.10; G1.9;
G2.1; G2.3; G2.5)

e Drug Utilization (publications G2.2; G2.3; G2.7; G2.8; G2.8; G2.3)

e Clinical and Pharmaceutical Practice (publications G1.2; G1.5; G1.6; G1.8; G2.1;
G2.2; G2.3; G2.7; G2.8; G1.3)

structured into scientific-theoretical, scientific-methodical, and scientific-applied
categories.

Among the presented areas, | would highlight the following key contributions of both
scientific-theoretical and scientific-applied nature:

» Scientific-theoretical contributions:
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o A model for assessing the cost-effectiveness of different approaches to controlled
ovarian hyperstimulation as a specific element in the treatment through assisted
reproductive technologies (ART) has been developed. The publications propose a
gualitatively new approach for evaluating effectiveness based on the safety profile
of therapeutic alternatives (urinary, recombinant, and mixed protocols) for
controlled ovarian induction.

o A model for evaluating the economic burden of oncological diseases has been
proposed, which has been tested for the analysis of potentially preventable HPV-
related cancers through immunization, registered in the territory of the Republic of
Bulgaria.

Scientific-applied contributions:

o The significance of clinical pharmaceutical interventions and the role of the
clinical pharmacist, in general, has been explored in insufficiently studied
therapeutic areas in Bulgaria from the perspective of pharmaceutical care. These
areas include sterility (treated through assisted reproductive methods), polycystic
ovary syndrome, chronic kidney disease in the context of heart failure, and
others.

o The specific characteristics of the process for ensuring an improved level of
patient compliance and adherence to prescribed therapy have been studied,
including by demonstrating these characteristics in the specifically controlled
environment of clinical trials with medicinal products. The perspective of medical
professionals, as participants in the process of ensuring conditions for optimal
compliance and adherence to the therapeutic plan, including in clinical trials, has
been analyzed.

o Systematic approaches for applying pharmaceutical care to disease entities that
have not previously been analyzed in terms of the potential to improve health
outcomes through the direct involvement of the pharmacist in the treatment and
disease monitoring process have been proposed.

o The analyses conducted in some of the provided publications form the basis for
optimizing rational drug use, as well as for improving therapeutic efficacy and
safety in specific patient populations.

The candidate's research and corresponding contributions are directly related to
pharmaceutical regulation and practice.

According to the references provided by NACID and the Central Medical Library, Assist.
Prof. Stoev has 16 citations in peer-reviewed and indexed publications and 22 citations
in non-refereed journals with scientific review. According to the Google Scholar
database, Assist. Prof. Stoev's scientific works have been cited a total of 56 times, of
which 47 citations occurred after assuming the position of Assistant Professor.
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Evaluation of Teaching Activities

Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Stoev has a total of 7 years, 8 months, and 20 days of
experience in the field as of November 2024, of which 4 years, 2 months, and 5 days are
teaching experience at MU-Pleven. Over the past three academic years, he has
completed a teaching load of 1401.60 hours, which exceeds the norm at MU-Pleven. His
teaching activities include practical exercises, seminar sessions, and lectures on the
following subjects: “Social Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Legislation,” “Pharmaceutical
Care,” “History of Pharmacy,” and “Pharmacoepidemiology” for students in the
Pharmacy program.

He also participates in teaching the courses “Drug Policy in Healthcare Institutions” (for
students in the master’s program in “Economics and Organization of Healthcare
Institutions”) and “Social Pharmacy” and “Pharmaceutical Legislation” (for students in
the “Pharmacy Assistant” program).

Assist. Prof. Stoev is a co-author of the manual for practical exercises in Social
Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Legislation. He is the leader of the "Hospital Pharmacy"
club for Pharmacy students and supervises two residents specializing in “Organization
and Economics of Distribution and Pharmacy Practice,” actively participating in their
education.

Participation in Scientific Projects and Other Activities

Assist. Prof. Svetoslav Stoev is the leading researcher in two national scientific projects
funded by MU-Pleven:

e "Analysis of Attitudes Toward Medication Use During Pregnancy and
Breastfeeding with a Focus on Drug Safety" (completed)

e "Adjustment of Medication Dosage Based on Kidney Function Assessment
(eGFR/CrCl) in Hospitalized Patients with Heart Failure — A Study Aimed at
Optimizing Rational Drug Use" (ongoing).

He is also a patrticipant in another project funded through the same mechanism.

At the time of the competition, he is a researcher in the working group "DIGITALISE
GROUP - Digital Tools for Ensuring Rational Drug Use in Vulnerable Patient Groups"
within the project BG-RRP-2.004-0003-C01 "Research University: Medical University —
Pleven," funded by the European Union — NextGenerationEU, as part of the procedure
"Creating a Network of Research Universities" from the National Recovery and
Resilience Plan.

Conclusion

The scientific works, required documents, and references submitted by Assistant
