The review was prepared on the basis of Order No. 3772/17.12.2024 of the Rector of the
Medical University-Pleven and in accordance with the requirements of the Law on the
Prevention and Control of Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking and its Implementation
Regulations.

Professional biography

Veronika Spasova Spasova was born on 30.10.1970. In 1997, she graduated with a master’s
degree in Social Activities and Administrative Management at the University of Veliko Turnovo
"St. St. Cyril and Methodius". Since 2013, she has been an assistant professor, and since 2021 - a
chief assistant professor at the Medical College at Medical university-Pleven. Since 2017, she
has also been a part-time assistant professor at the Faculty of Economics of the University of
Veliko Turnovo"St. St. Cyril and Methodius".

In 2020, she successfully defended her dissertation on the topic "Alternative social services
in the community for people with mental retardation”. Veronika Spasova has 15 years of
experience as a social worker in various structures, and since 2021 she has also been a trainer
and supervisor in a large number of social services in the community.

She is a member of the Union of Scientists in Bulgaria (USB) and the Bulgarian Public
Health Association (BPA), European Public Health Association (EUPHA), World Federation of
National Public Health Associations (WFPHA), Bulgarian Association for Persons with
Intellectual Disabilities (BALIZ). Member of the Board of Directors of BALIZ - Pleven branch.

She speaks English, Russian and Italian.

Assessment for compliance with the minimal national requirements

The materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Veronika Spasova for participation
in the competition meet the minimum national requirements the academic position of "associate
professor”, field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, professional field
3.4 Social activities.

Research and applied science activities
For participation in the competition, Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Veronika Spasova has
submitted 31 publications, distributed as follows:

« Habilitation work (monograph) "Long-term care - challenges and prospects™ (2019);



* 30 articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or
published in edited collective volumes. Of the submitted publications, 14 are independent,
and 16 - in co-authorship. Of these, in 7 the candidate is the first author, and in 9 - the second
author. The articles are written in Bulgarian (22), English (7) and Russian (1).

The habilitation thesis "Long-term care - challenges and prospects” is 153 pages long and is
structured in three chapters.

The first chapter presents an in-depth analysis of European policy on long-term care for
people with disabilities and older people (beyond working age) in the context of socio-economic
and political realities. It discusses key policy documents, access and quality of services and their
provision with qualified personnel.

The provision of social protection for long-term care needs and eligibility criteria based on
the approaches are examined.

Six models of long-term care based on public spending are presented, outlining the main
challenges in providing the different forms of long-term care.

The author emphasizes that against the background of the common problem for EU countries
with a growing number of elderly and disabled people in need of long-term care, there is also a
shortage of labor, pressure on public funding and complex management, which generates serious
challenges.

Chapter two examines long-term care in the context of the services offered in Bulgaria.

The demographic situation and current trends in the demand for long-term care services are
outlined.The institutional and regulatory framework for long-term care is examined. Strategic
documents are presented, priority areas and tasks in the provision of services within the
framework of long-term care are outlined.

The results achieved in providing long-term care for the elderly and persons with disabilities
for the period after the adoption of the National Strategy for Long-Term Care in 2014 have been
analyzed: provision of social services in a home environment.

Measures for long-term care with a focus on an integrated approach to support and measures
for the provision of services in a home environment are presented.

The challenges facing long-term care in the health and social systems are outlined and
guidelines for overcoming them are outlined.

In chapter three, the author presents results from his research on long-term care services in a
home environment, with an emphasis on the problems and needs of the specialists providing the
Services.

The main focus of the study is assistant support for people with disabilities and support for
the elderly. Based on the results of the candidate's studies, a competency profile of specialists has
been outlined and the needs for necessary knowledge for offering quality services in a home
environment have been identified.

The monograph presents an in-depth analysis of long-term care for people with disabilities
and the elderly, with a focus on research on three main areas - regulatory framework,
beneficiaries and specialists. Basic concepts, principles and approaches for long-term care and its
establishment as a significant priority in social work are systematized. Good European practices
are presented and, based on the identified problems, prospects for further development are
outlined.



Thematically, articles and reports can be grouped into the following groups:

Community-based social services for people with disabilities and the elderly (monograph
and publications 3, 6, 11, 16, 17,19, 20, 21, 25, 26, 29)

The "real state of social services in the community" is outlined, and problems and prospects
for their development are identified.

The need for social services for the elderly and people with disabilities in small settlements
has been studied with an emphasis on planning and provision in accordance with needs.

Based on a review of good practices, a person-centered approach to care for people with
dementia is presented

The main risks in the work of personal assistants related to the care of people with permanent
disabilities in a home environment are identified - a basis for risk management and guidelines for
basic and continuing training of personal assistants. The need for supervision is discussed.

The need for a legal regulation on "personal assistance” for persons with disabilities is
emphasized, presenting good European practices.

The role of public-private partnership in offering quality services based on needs and
promoting competitiveness in offering and providing services is highlighted.

Training of personal and social assistants (monograph and publications 1, 2, 4,7, 10,15,22)

The satisfaction with the training offered to unemployed people for social assistants, their
attitudes and commitment to future work with people with disabilities was studied.

The motivation for choosing the profession of "Social Assistant” was analyzed, and factors
that have a negative impact were identified, as well as the need to increase their professional
competence.

The Burnout syndrome in social service professionals for people with intellectual disabilities
was studied. The risk factors were differentiated and recommendations for the prevention of
professional burnout were provided.

Rights of people with intellectual disabilities and mental disorders (publications
5,9,13,24, 27)

Discriminatory practices and restrictions on the rights of persons with intellectual disabilities
and mental disorders are studied.

Supported decision-making by persons with intellectual disabilities and mental disorders is
analyzed in the context of Bulgarian legislation and European practices.

The emphasis is on guardianship as a serious barrier to the integration of persons with
disabilities.

The impact of mental illness on the family and the "burden of care”, as well as the
possibilities of psychosocial rehabilitation, are discussed.

Attitudes of students in specialty "*Social Activities™ towards professional realization

(publications 14,28)

Satisfaction with the training and desired areas of realization as a social worker and
preferred category of persons for work were studied.

Psychosocial aspects of some socially significant diseases (publications 12,18,30)
The impact of oncohematological and cardiovascular diseases on the health status and quality
of life in elderly has been studied.



Citations
A reference is provided for 13 citations, 12 of which in Bulgarian sources (11 collective
volumes and 1 monograph) and 1 — in an international journal.

Participation in research and educational projects

Chief Assistant Professor Veronika Spasova participated in 9 educational and scientific
projects (7 national and 2 international).

Results of the studies have been presented in 45 scientific forums. Of these, 12 are
international (7 abroad, 9 in Bulgaria with international participation) and 29 are national
scientific events.

Veronika Spasova is a member of the organizing committee of the scientific sessions of the
Medical College and actively participates in organizing and conducting the annual forums within
the framework of the European Public Health Week.

Evaluation of educational and teaching activities

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Veronika Spasova has extensive teaching experience. She is the
holder of the main disciplines profiling social work, within the specialty "Social Activities"
(Professional Bachelor’s degree) and "Social Activities in Healthcare” (Bachelor’degree):
Fundamentals of social work, Methodology and methods of social work, Organization and
methods of work of the social worker, Social skills, Integrated health and social services in the
community, Multidisciplinary case work, Medico-social long-term care, Organization and
management of non-governmental organizations, Social work with unemployed persons,
Organization and management of social services.

Actively participates in organizing and conducting various types of practices for students
from the Professional field 3.4 Social Activities and manages the pre-graduate practice.

Since 2017, he has been a part-time lecturer at the Department of "Organization and
Methodology of Social Work™", Faculty of Economics of the University of Veliko Tarnovo - full-
time and part-time form of study in the specialties "Social Activities" and "Entrepreneurship in
the Social Sphere" (Bachelor's Degree), "Psychosocial Rehabilitation” and "Social Work in
Long-Term Care" (Master's Degree).

In addition to teaching, Veronika Spasova is actively involved in administering internships
(preparing schedules, pre-graduate internship diary, student records); developing a
methodological guide for coursework for the specialties "Social Activities” and "Social
Activities in Healthcare".

She works actively with students in preparing reports and posters for participation in
scientific forums, as well as in developing joint projects.

The candidate's research and teaching activities are complemented by significant expert
activity at various levels. She is the Chair of the Commission on Education Quality and
Accreditation and the Coordinator of the ERASMUS program at the Medical College of the
Medical University of Pleven.

Veronika Spasova is an established expert and supervisor at social service institutions in
many municipalities of the Pleven region.

Main scientific-theoretical and scientific-applied contributions
The contributions can be summarized as follows:



e Long-term care has been thoroughly researched and analyzed in terms of regulations,
services, personnel and beneficiaries internationally and nationally. A current picture of long-
term care for persons with disabilities and adults in Bulgaria is presented with an emphasis on
legislation, models and types of services. The successes achieved and accompanying problems
in the health and social systems for providing long-term care are outlined, and the prospects for
future development are outlined.

e Based on a theoretically grounded analysis of the current model of personal assistance for
persons with intellectual disabilities, the candidate identifies major weaknesses - such as the
lack of empowerment and delegation of decision-making rights by persons with disabilities,
which distinguishes it from European models. The need for the development of supportive
services in the community and home environment is emphasized. Good European practices are
presented as a basis for the effective implementation of personal assistance in Bulgaria. The
problems in providing social services in small settlements are identified and guidelines for
solving them are outlined.

e The problems of those working with people with intellectual disabilities have been
studied, the factors leading to professional stress have been analyzed, and the need for
supervision has been justified

e The satisfaction of social work students with the training offered (theoretical, practical
and material and technical support) and the attitudes towards working with people with
disabilities as an important element of the helping process and adequate fulfillment of the
professional role were studied.

e The need for a targeted state policy for training personnel to deliver quality services in
the context of long-term care is highlighted, with an emphasis on the need for continuing
education. Proposals are formulated and guidelines are outlined, based on scientific evidence,
for regulatory changes and improvement of training and the quality of services offered.

e Evidence-based practice guidelines are presented for the provision of home-based
services for people with intellectual disabilities and mental disabilities in terms of staff
selection and assessment of beneficiaries.

e Directions for future research in the field of long-term care are outlined.

Recommendations

| recommend that Dr. Veronika Spasova continue her research in the field of long-term care
and develop educational materials for students and professionals in the helping professions, as
well as publish the results of her research in specialized scientific publications, refereed and
indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information.

Conclusion

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Veronika Spasova has solid professional qualifications,
extensive teaching and expert experience, interesting scientific ideas and achievements in the
field of social work. She skillfully builds on her practical experience in her academic career.

Her studies are not an end in themselves, but are based on real practical needs in the process
of establishing long-term care as an important and necessary element of social work.

The presented scientific production and activity, with clearly outlined theoretical and
scientific-applied contributions, the overall teaching and expert activity, give me reason to
confidently recommend to the members of the esteemed Scientific Jury to vote positively for
awarding the academic position "Associate Professor" in the professional field 3.4. Social
