"Pharmacy", MU — Pleven.

Pursuant to Art. 2 of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB) and Art. 2 and Art. 57(2) of the Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB,
by Order No. 641/25.02.2025 of the Rector of Medical University — Pleven and by decision of the
Chairperson of the Scientific Jury, | have been appointed to present a statement regarding the
competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor” in the scientific specialty
"Pharmaceutical Botany”, in the Sector "Pharmacognosy and Botany”, Department of
"Pharmaceutical Chemistry and Pharmacognosy", Faculty of "Pharmacy", announced in the State
Gazette Issue No. 6/21.01.2025.

The only candidate participating in the announced competition is Chief Assistant Professor Dr.
Anna Gavrilova. The submitted documents are in accordance with the requirements of the
LDASRB and the Regulations for its Implementation, as well as the Regulations for the
Development of Academic Staff at MU-Pleven. The procedure has been followed and Chief
Assistant Professor Anna Gavrilova has been admitted to the competition. The compliance of her
candidacy with the national minimum requirements for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" in the respective field has been confirmed.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Anna Gavrilova was born in 1981 in Dupnitsa (Bulgaria). She graduated with a Master's degree in
"Biology", specialization "Botany (Vascular Plants)"”, module "Biosystematics” in 2007 from the
Faculty of Biology at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ochridski". Her career began in 2006 as a
biologist at the Institute of Botany at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences. In 2007, she became a
part-time assistant professor at the Department of "Botany" of the Faculty of Biology at Sofia
University "St. Kliment Ochridski”. In 2014, she defended her Ph.D. thesis on "Eco-biological and
phytochemical study of promising medicinal species of the genus Alchemilla (Lady's mantle) in
Bulgaria™ at the Institute of Biodiversity and Ecosystem Research at the Bulgarian Academy of
Sciences.

Between 2011 and 2018, she was an assistant professor and later a chief assistant professor at the
Department of "Dendrology" at the University of Forestry, where she taught botanical disciplines.

From 2018 to the present, Dr. Anna Gavrilova has been a chief assistant professor in the Sector
"Pharmacognosy and Botany" of the Department of "Pharmaceutical Chemistry and



Pharmacognosy" at the Faculty of "Pharmacy", Medical University — Pleven, where she teaches
"Pharmaceutical Botany" and "Pharmacognosy — Part I1". She is responsible for the Herbarium with
over 7000 materials. She is proficient in English and Russian. She possesses the necessary computer
skills for professional development, including working with software for statistical analysis,
mapping, geographic information systems, and graphic processing.

GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF RESEARCH ACTIVITY AND ASSESSMENT OF
THE FULFILLMENT OF THE MINIMUM NATIONAL REQUIREMENTS

In the competition, Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova participates with a total of 17 full-text
publications in refereed and indexed journals, 17 of which have an IF and/or SJR. The total impact
factor of the publications is 25.01 (individual IF — 4.41). The total SJR of the presented publications
is 5.587.

Regarding the distribution of journals by quartiles, 24% of the publications are in Q1; 35% — Q2;
18% — Q3; and 23% — Q4.

Anna Gavrilova has also participated in 22 scientific forums, 4 of which were abroad and 18 in
Bulgaria.

An official reference for 30 citations of articles with IF and/or SJR from lists B4 and G7 is presented.
Her h-index according to Google Scholar is h = 8.

The total number of points of Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova according to the indicator groups
is 431, with a minimum required of 400 for acquiring the academic position of "ASSOCIATE
PROFESSOR" according to the Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB and the
Regulations for the Development of the Academic Staff at MU-Pleven.

EVALUATION OF SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS

Anna Gavrilova has presented a reference for contributions grouped thematically. Her scientific
output is mainly in the field of pharmaceutical botany and pharmacognosy. Some of her works are
multidisciplinary and are the result of collaboration between scientists from various scientific and
academic institutions. All contributions are within the professional field of the competition.

The scientific works and contributions of Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Anna Gavrilova cover
phytochemical and biological studies of plants with significant medicinal and economic potential.
Her main publications focus on the phytochemical composition and biological activity of endemic
species such as Alchemilla achtarowii and Satureja kitaibelii, as well as exotic plants that have the
potential to become invasive (Passiflora caerulea). Based on these studies, data on the composition
of essential oils, methanol extracts, pigments, as well as antioxidant, antimicrobial, and other
biological activities, such as acetylcholinesterase inhibition and anti-aloumin action, have been
developed.

Part of the candidate's research includes the chemical identification and chemotaxonomy of
medicinal plants, with an emphasis on phytochemistry and the possibilities for sustainable use and



conservation of species. These works enrich the understanding of endemic and endangered species
that have significant potential for biologically active compounds. In addition, her work on species
such as Passiflora caerulea is of great importance in the context of the assessment and control of
alien species that may threaten the country's ecosystems.

The scientific contributions of Dr. Gavrilova are of great importance for the development of the
scientific field "Phytochemical and Biotechnological Methods for Obtaining Biologically Active
Substances”, applied at the Faculty of Pharmacy at MU-Pleven. These works not only have
fundamental value but are also of practical significance for the sustainable use of medicinal plants
and the protection of biodiversity.

PARTICIPATION IN EDUCATIONAL AND RESEARCH PROJECTS

During the period 2009 — 2024, Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova was a member of the research
team of 9 scientific projects, 3 of which were funded by MU-Pleven. | believe that Chief Assistant
Professor Gavrilova has significant experience in the implementation and reporting of scientific
projects.

TEACHING ACTIVITY

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Anna Gavrilova has been part of the Department of "Pharmaceutical
Chemistry and Pharmacognosy” at MU-Pleven since 2018, where she lectures and conducts
practical classes in the disciplines "Pharmaceutical Botany” and the cycle "Sustainable
Conservation and Use of Medicinal Plants in Bulgaria™ for the specialty "Pharmacy"”. She actively
participates in the educational and methodological process and is responsible for maintaining the
Herbarium of the Department.

She participates in lectures and practical classes, as well as in conducting semester exams and
practical training for students in the "Pharmacy” specialty and in the training of students in the
Medical College for the specialty "Pharmacy Assistant”, where she lectures and conducts practical
classes, supervises semester exams and practical training.

For the period from 2021 to the present, Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova has a teaching load
amounting to 1050.2 equivalent hours of training for pharmacy students.

CONCLUSION

Chief Assistant Professor Anna Bogomilova Gavrilova is the only candidate in the competition
for the academic position of "ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR" in "Pharmaceutical Botany",
Department of "Pharmaceutical Chemistry and Pharmacognosy”, Faculty of Pharmacy, MU -
Pleven.

I highly evaluate the diverse teaching and research activities of Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova.
She has valuable original contributions of a fundamental scientific and applied nature. Her research
has been published in refereed and indexed journals with IF/SJR, cited in reputable foreign journals.



The materials submitted by Chief Assistant Professor Gavrilova for the competition meet all the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
the Regulations for its Implementation, and the internal regulations of MU-Pleven. Her
scientometric indicators meet the minimum national requirements for acquiring the academic
position of "ASSOCIATE PROFESSOR".
