PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Chief Assistant Eleonora Mineva-Dimitrova holds a Bachelor's degree in Statistics and
Econometrics from D. A. Tsenov Academy of Economics (2012), and a Master’s degree in Applied
Statistics (Diploma No. 92462/14.03.2014). Since February 2017, she has been a faculty member of
MU — Pleven, holding the following positions:

- Assistant (2017-2021)
- Chief Assistant (2021—present), Department of Social Medicine and Health Management

In 2019, she successfully defended her doctoral dissertation entitled “Statistical and Economic
Analysis of the Higher Education System in Bulgaria” and was awarded a PhD in Statistics and
Demography (Diploma No. 2019033/17.10.2019). In 2025, she obtained a specialisation in Health
Economics.

Since her appointment in 2017, she has consistently participated in teaching activities in both
Bulgarian and English, instructing students across all faculties and programs at MU — Pleven. She
has delivered full and partial lecture courses, as well as practical training sessions. She is a member
of several professional organisations, including:

COMPLIANCE WITH NATIONAL AND INSTITUTIONAL REQUIREMENTS

After obtaining her PhD, the candidate has authored 29 scientific publications, including 9 in
international journals indexed in Web of Science and Scopus and 10 in Bulgarian scientific journals
listed by NACID. She has participated in 26 scientific events, including 9 international and 17
national conferences. According to a report from the Medical Library of MU — Pleven dated 10
February 2025, the candidate has been cited 22 times in international sources and 7 times in
Bulgarian sources.

For this competition, she submitted 27 full-text publications, of which 19 are published in
refereed and indexed journals.

Total Score: 596.67 points, exceeding the minimum required 400 points by MU-Pleven — Chief
Assistant Professor Eleonora Mineva-Dimitrova fulfills all specific criteria set out in the PRAS of
MU-Pleven: in 28 articles she is an independent, first or last author with a requirement of 5; has a
Total IF - 18.887, SIR - 3.045, with a requirement of IF > 3; has presented 29 citations with a
requirement of a minimum number of 10; has one acquired specialty in SDO; has 2 participations in
research projects at MU-Pleven and 1 participation in a project with national funding under a
program of the Ministry of Education and Science; has teaching and teaching activities with students
at MU-Pleven for more than 8 years.

SCIENTIFIC INTERESTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS

The candidate has presented a comprehensive overview of the most important contributions of
an original, confirmatory or applied nature based on the published results of the research work. The
presented articles show diverse interests in the field of public health.

Characteristics of the habilitation work

The candidate's habilitation work is in the form of 12 scientific publications in refereed journals
and presents interdisciplinary empirical research focused on current problems in the field of social
medicine, health economics, public and mental health. The data collected within the framework of
the studies were processed using IBM SPSS Statistics v.26 and MS Excel 2019 - two of the most
common and validated tools in the field of quantitative analysis in public health. The statistical
analysis includes a wide range of methods corresponding to the nature of the data and the research
questions. Along with traditional descriptive statistics - means, standard deviations, medians and
percentage distributions, a number of publications have also used the methods of inferential
statistics.

The scientific developments are related to the following thematic areas:
1. Social medicine and health economics:
» Introduction and application of discriminant analysis to study regional differences in
demographic and health indicators by planning regions in Bulgaria (2001-2021);
» Use of multifactor analysis to determine the relationships between the availability of health
resources (number of specialists) and the level of stillbirth - an approach rarely found in
national studies;
» Proof of a weak but significant inverse correlation between the provision of midwives and
obstetrician-gynaecologists and the level of stillbirth, which argues the need for a targeted
personnel policy in risk areas;
> Identification of key discriminants of regional health differences - natural growth and infant
mortality - as the most significant factors for territorial differentiation;
» Derivation of age-related differences in risk factors and functional outcomes in patients with
first ischemic stroke, which justifies the need for specific therapeutic approaches in young and
middle-aged people;
» Primary empirical assessment of barriers to healthcare for people of Roma origin, including
lack of health insurance.



2. Public Health:

» Introduces a correlational approach applied to data from all 28 regions of Bulgaria, thus
justifying the need for targeted policy to overcome health inequalities in the context of a
pandemic;

» Tracking the dynamics of motivation over time using non-parametric 2 analysis;

» An empirical model of therapeutic nursing care, based on patient expectations and nurses’
self-assessment. It reveals structural deficits in communication and the role of nursing staff in
the hospital environment;

» A comprehensive statistical profile of the oncological burden in Bulgaria compared to the
EU, based on a multi-indicator approach (DALY, risk factors, screening), which can be used
for strategic health planning;

» Demonstration of a discrepancy between objectively existing risk factors and their subjective
perception, which is a key point in the design of effective interventions in public health.

3. Mental health — revealing profiles of increased suicide risk in mentally ill patients in a
regional Bulgarian context, empirical evidence of an association between toxoplasmosis and
cognitive deficit in schizophrenia, application of a complex statistical approach.

4. Education and training in healthcare — the presented studies cover topics from the continuing
education of medical professionals, attitudes and knowledge about HPV infection, as well as the
effectiveness of distance learning and regional differentiation in higher education, the methods
used — from classical test comparisons to cluster and variance analysis — provide high analytical
value and allow for an objective study of trends, differences and interrelationships in various
health-educational and social contexts. The contribution related to the application of modern
analytical tools such as SPSS for validating models and hypotheses in public health is
particularly valuable.

5. Varia — the three presented studies examine different aspects of pathogenesis, prevention and
awareness regarding important health problems, the applied statistical approaches include flow
cytometric analysis and comparative comparisons between groups (including using the y>-test,
Mann-Whitney U test and Cramer's V coefficient), which demonstrate high scientific validity
and allow the identification of key biomarkers and behavioral deficits.

TEACHING ACTIVITY

According to official reference No. 704/26.06.2025 for the academic years 2022/2023,
2023/2024 and 2024/2025, Chief assistant Eleonora Mineva-Dimitrova has a teaching workload of
2617.7 equivalent hours. She participates in teaching and learning activities - Bulgarian and English
language training with students from various specialities and almost all structural units of MU-
Pleven. She leads full or part of lecture courses, as well as practical classes. Eleonora Mineva is a
co-author of the curricula for all taught disciplines, participates in the development of exam tests for
academic disciplines, and develops and incorporation into the distance learning system of
presentations, study tasks, tests and other materials.

PERSONAL IMPRESSIONS

My impressions of my joint work with Senior Assistant Professor Eleonora Mineva are of an
extremely responsible teacher, colleague and researcher. She copes very well with the tasks assigned
and shows a deep interest in medical statistics and its place in Public Health. Collegiate and
restrained, highly appreciated by colleagues and students. The current procedure is proof of her
skills and is a natural result of her perseverance and dedication to the work.



CONCLUSION

Chief Assistant Eleonora Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD, is presenting herself in this competition with
scientific works that exceed the minimum requirements for the position of Associate Professor
according to the PP of the ZRASRB and the Regulations of MU-Pleven. Her publications are in-
depth, targeted and oriented entirely in the field of the announced competition, as well as her
scientific competencies, skills and interests. Her scientific production has a high share of personal
contribution and contains theoretical and applied contributions. She is a well-established specialist,
with accumulated high professional, teaching and language competence, research skills and a sense
of responsibility, the ability to work effectively in a team, including in interdisciplinary teams.
