In 2017, she won a competition for an assistant professor in the
Department of Public Health Sciences at MU-Pleven, and since 2021 she has been a chief
assistant professor. In 2025, she acquired a speciality in Health Economics. Since 2024, she
has been a member of the Academic Council of MU-Pleven. Chief Asst. Prof. Eleonora
Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD is a qualified specialist and expert who has attended
numerous training courses and specializations to improve her professional, pedagogical and
computer qualifications (some of which she did not describe in her CV) in relation to
Statistical Methods for Control and Analysis of Technological Processes and Quality;
Management Statistics of the Enterprise; Insurance Statistics; Econometric Models and
Statistical Methods in Empirical Medical and Sociological Research.

Research Activity

The author’s reference of Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD
and all documents certifying her research activity have shown that the minimum national

Research Output and Scientometric Data

For participation in the competition, Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-
Dimitrova, PhD has presented 53 scientific products that do not repeat evidence for the
acquisition of PhD Degree.

The candidate’s contribution in actual publications and participation in international
scientific forums has been significant:

27 full-text publications, of which 12 research publications in journals that are
referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific information (only
Scopus and Web of Science); 15 research publications and reports published in non-
refereed journals with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes;

26 participations in scientific events with a report/poster, with a published abstract in
proceedings/journal of the forum (without scoring), of which 9 in scientific forums
abroad, of which 6 with IF; 17 in scientific forums in Bulgaria;

General Characteristics of the Research Activity

The research activity of Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD
has been focused in five scientific areas. The first one is Social Medicine and Health
Economics

Medical and social problems of vulnerable population groups;
Child health;

Health-demographic aspects of the population;
Recommendations for improving health policies;

Global burden of disease.




In second place is Public Health, in third place is Mental Health, the fourth area is
Health Education and Training, and fifth is Varia.

The author has presented a detailed list of the scientific-theoretical, scientific-
methodological and scientific-applied contributions, which | fully accept. Among the most
important contributions of Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD |
would point out:

e Our health system has not been prepared to provide adequate health care to individual
regions in terms of differences in the demographic and health indicators, which are
fundamental to public health in the country;

e A significant contribution has been the introduction and implementation of
discriminant analysis to study regional differences in demographic and health
indicators by planning regions in Bulgaria (2001-2021), which allows for a clear
distinction of territorial inequalities by statistically significant predictors;

e The identified key discriminants of regional health differences — natural growth and
infant mortality — as the most significant factors for territorial differentiation;

e The published results have a contributory aspect related to the expression of
correlations of different nature, analyses and comparisons characterizing a proposed
empirical model of therapeutic nursing care, based on patients’ expectations and
nurses’ self-assessment, reveal structural deficits in communication and the role of
nursing staff in the hospital environment;

e A significant practical contribution presented the studied significant aspects of mental
health in Bulgaria, with a specific focus on the role of social-demographic and clinical
predictors of suicidal behaviour, as well as the neurocognitive consequences of
toxoplasmosis in patients with paranoid schizophrenia, which have applicability in
public health and potential importance for improving the suicide registration system
and for developing clinical pathways for screening and monitoring cognitive deficits
in high-risk groups.

e Particularly valuable is the contribution related to the application of modern analytical
tools such as SPSS for validating models and hypotheses in public health to overcome
a number of challenges in education, health awareness, regional development and
patient satisfaction, which require interdisciplinary and quantitatively based analysis.

e Publications and research in the field of public health and clinical medicine, which are
of key importance for revealing hidden dependencies related to health risk and the
effectiveness of preventive and therapeutic approaches, have a significant
contribution.

Teaching Activities

Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD is a proficient teacher with
significant professional experience. She actively participates the full course of exercises,
lectures, and examination sessions for students. For the period 2022/2025, she had conducted
a total of 2617.7 equivalent hours of teaching load with students from various specialities and
educational degrees in four main structural units of the university: Faculty of Medicine,
Faculty of Pharmacy, Faculty of Public Health and Medical College. The annual workload
varies from 865.3 to 883.0 hours, including lectures, exercises, semester exams, participation



in pre-graduation practice, as well as preparation and carrying out of training both in English
and Bulgarian languages.

A major part of her teaching activity is focused on lectures and practical classes in the
discipline Medical Statistics for students of Medicine (full-time mode of attendance, both in
Bulgarian and English) and Pharmacy. During the training, she is responsible for the overall
conduct of exercises and part of the lectures, as well as for the preparation and semester
examinations in the relevant disciplines. Working with students in English language at the
Faculty of Medicine has a growing trend, with 25.2 hours of lectures and 511.2 hours of
exercises reported in 2024/2025, which demonstrates sustained commitment and confidence
in teaching in English.

She pays particular attention to training students to use the specialized software I1BM
SPSS Statistics v.26 — part of the curriculum in Medical Statistics and Biostatistics. The
practical classes include an introduction to the analytical options of the software, real time
data processing, and applying descriptive and deductive statistical methods. This training is
carried out with students from the specialities of Medicine, Pharmacy and Public Health
Protection and Control (PHPC), and aims not only to master statistical approaches, but also to
build practical skills applicable in their future professional development.

PERSONAL IMPRESSIONS

I’d like to emphasize the wide range of scientific interests in the candidate’s publications,
related to the various teams in which she has worked, which makes them accessible to both
public health specialists and the entire medical scientific community in our country and
abroad.

As a colleague of Senior Asst. Prof. Eleonora Nikolaeva Mineva-Dimitrova, PhD, | have
direct observations of her overall research, pedagogical and administrative activities, thus I
could definitely state that she is competent and informed about the latest novelties in the
specialized educational and research literature, responsible, organized, collegial, an excellent
teacher, masters the audience and possesses very good organizational skills. The scientific
contributions in her research are related to the enrichment of knowledge in the field of
medicine and healthcare, they have a scientific-theoretical and applied nature.
